The Town of Perryville has been having problems with its water system since Friday, November 19th.  We’ve had several major water main breaks.  Public Works crews are working to repair the breaks.  Water service will be sporadic until the leaks are repaired and the system stabilized.  We have called in experts to assist in identifying the cause of the problems.  All residents should acquire bottled water for drinking.  For Perryville residents affected by the water main breaks, a limited supply of bottled drinking water is available at Perryville Town Hall at 515 Broad Street for people who have been unable to get water on their own.  If you can’t get to Town Hall and need assistance call 410-642-6066 by 5 p.m.  Water for flushing is available at the Community Fire Department of Perryville located at 920 Principio Furnace Road in Perryville until 5 p.m., (please bring your own container). As water becomes available in your homes and businesses, please continue to conserve because due to the leaks, demand is exceeding supply.  Also as water becomes available it is important as a precautionary measure to boil water for drinking and cooking.  People who need assistance should call 443-206-4425.
