Mayor Eberhardt introduced the new Town Attorney, Fred Sussman, who is with the firm Council, Baradel, Kosmerl & Nolan, PA.  Mayor Eberhardt announced that the Little League Grand Opening is on the 16th of this month and commended the amount of volunteers that were on hand to get the fields ready over at the Perryville Park.  On March 11 he attended an induction ceremony for the AmeriCorps National Civilian Community Corps new members.  They have volunteered their services on many occasions to the Town and have been a great asset to us, from shoveling sidewalks during the snow events and various other projects. Commissioner Brown wanted to reiterate what the Mayor said about the AmeriCorps group, she is currently working with them on three projects and said it is great that they can assist us with a lot of things we are doing in town.  Commissioner Brown commented that Salena Garber who is doing the Community Garden Project has met with the NCCC AmeriCorps group and they are hopefully going to partner with our Police Outreach Program and the High Roads School for assistance with this project.   On the 21st of March she attended the Dedication Ceremony for the Concord Apartments.  On the 30th of March she attended the Tourism Partner Recognition Breakfast hosted by and held at the Hollywood Casino and sponsored by Comcast Cable TV.  It was a thrill to have this event in Perryville.  She also attended the Cecil/Harford County Planners Meeting for the War of 1812 held at Perryville Outlets.    
COMMISSIONER TENNIS’ REPORT-

Commissioner Tennis reported on the Public Works Department work performed throughout the month of March.  The bulk trash and yard waste was picked up on one occasion each for those residents that were scheduled for the special pickup.  DPW is continuing to locate all water valves and exercise all water valves throughout the whole distribution system.  The Community Boat Ramp floating dock has been installed for the upcoming spring, winter and fall months.  Hydrant repair was made at the corner of Susquehanna Avenue and Locust Street.  Pothole and patches damaged from water main repairs are being addressed as weather permits for blacktopping.  A water line repair was made at the community park in the area of the pavilions.  Stormwater changes are being made to the Public Works Building design; work could begin as early as next week. DPW continues performing vehicle and equipment repairs within the Department.  Several oil changes, brake replacements (drum, rotors and pads), as well as, other minor electrical component repairs were performed throughout the month.

On March 1 Commissioner Tennis attended the Local Development Council Meeting.  In March he and the Mayor went to Annapolis to brief the politicians on the Local Development Council Meetings since they were in session and unable to attend those meetings.  He also attended the Perryville Chamber of Commerce Meeting held at the Hollywood Casino.
COMMISSIONER LINKEY’S REPORT-

Commissioner Linkey reported that she attended a variety of meetings this past month from budget meetings to personnel manual meetings, the Local Development Council Meeting and the Charrette for the Garrett Point project.  She attended the Planning and Zoning meeting consisting of the Neff subdivision.

Mayor Eberhardt asked for clarification in the subdivision request and that it was for no further development of the property.  


Ms. Skilling and Commissioner Linkey indicated that it is not for further development it is just to replicate what is in the lease between Neff and the Post Office.


Commissioner Brown asked if the Post Office could be sent a letter about trimming the bush next to the outside Post Office box which obstructs the view of the box.


Ms. Breder stated that Mary Ann can have Amanda send something to them about that.

COMMISSIONER FOX’S REPORT-

Commissioner Fox stated that he attended the Chamber of Commerce Board of Directors Meeting last month at the library.  On the 13th and 14th he was at the Water Treatment Plant during some problems with the intake pipes at the plant.  On the 16th he attended the Charrette here at Town Hall for the proposed Garrett Point Development.  On the 22nd he attended a budget meeting and on the 23rd he attended the Employee handbook update meeting.  Commissioner Fox reported that Alan Amos passed his second exam for the Wastewater Treatment Supervisor position.  
Water Plant Report


Commissioner Fox reported on the problems that they experienced at the Water Treatment Plant due to the flooding issues that occurred last month and with Conowingo having many gates open.  The heavy flow of sediment and debris that flowed down the river caused the intake screens to become clogged, which they eventually were able to resolve.   They are having some contractors come in to look at the problem with the filters.
Wastewater Plant Report

Commissioner Fox reported that Randy Denny, from MDE, was on site on March 3, 7, 8, 10, and 30th to perform Annual Inspections.
There were two rain events that occurred on the 6th of March and the 10th into the 11th of March that totaled over 6 inches of rainfall between both of them.  On March 7 an operator arrived to work in the early am to discover the decant manhole overflowing and corrective action was taken to stop the overflow.  Andy spent Thursday night to Friday morning manually controlling the problem.  Contractors will also be looking into solutions for this problem as well as the Water Treatment Plant problem.



TOWN ADMINISTRATOR’S REPORT-Denise Breder

Ms. Breder gave a summary of her report and stated that the full report would be available at Town Hall for review.  She reported that she attended five meetings for the Bridge Walk Event along with numerous emails and discussions regarding the planning and scheduling of the event.  She had three meetings regarding the budget, two with the board and one with the Finance Director.  She along with Mary Ann Skilling met with the Cecil County Election Board representative to discuss the possibility of changing the Charter to move our Election date to November starting next year.  The draft Charter has been sent to Council, Baradel, Kosmerl, & Nolan for legal review and written recommendation.  She attended four meetings for the Local Impact Grants spending plan and prepared written responses to the LDC’s recommendations on the Town’s spending 

Plan, which is on the agenda for vote tonight.  She also prepared written responses to the Public Hearing comment’s on the Town’s Local Impact Grant spending plan.  Ms. Breder attended a meeting regarding the pier project and commented that additional borings had been done and determined that the rock is too deep to make the tie down design financially feasible.  We are now looking into the possibility of using mini piles as foundation support at either end of the bridge versus wood piles.  Also the draft RFP for the Perry Point EUL was received and distributed.  


Some of the General Government things that were done for the month included writing an article for the newsletter and preparing and distributing minutes to the February 24 Perryville Greenway Meeting.  On March 14 she attended and prepared for a staff meeting and on the 15th she attended the Mayor and Commissioners Work Session.  On March 21st she along with Mary Ann Skilling attended the Maryland Downtown Development Association Conference in Crownsville.  On March 22 she attended the Perryville Chamber of Commerce meeting.  On the 22nd of March she and Mary Ann Skilling met with the Maryland State Highway Administration to discuss issues related to development in the Town of Perryville and a ‘Welcome to Perryville’ sign.  


Mayor Eberhardt commented that he did not recall or may have missed the comment period date give for the Perry Point EUL.


Ms. Breder commented that there was a date given in the body of the email and she believes we are getting close to it now.

Bank Balances

Ms. Deaner reported on the bank balances for the month of March.  In the PNC account the total bank balance is $880,415.55.  In the MD Local Government Investment Pool the amount is $6,166,598.08.  At NBRS the amount is $864,945.14.  The grand total is $7,911,958.77.

Ms. Deaner replied that it was for residents to have the capability of making water and sewer payments on line.
POLICE REPORT- Chief Wernz

Chief Wernz wanted to introduce the newest Perryville Police Officer Robert Nitz who is here to be sworn in tonight.

Mayor Eberhardt performed that Swearing in Ceremony for Officer Robert Nitz.





Monthly Police Report March 2011

Chief Wernz reported that he attended the two Bridge Walk meetings with the MDTA police and the local police.  He attended a Project Lifesaver Demonstration for autistic children and elderly patients that wonder which allows them to be found in a short amount of time by wearing a special bracelet that they can be tracked with.  He attended a Perryville Chamber of Commerce luncheon along with the rest of the board.  One of the current projects that they have been working on for a while is the Mobile Data Computers with PSSI that allows computers to do wanted checks on cars and people on certain things.  They’re having a problem when sending information to the State and they know what information should come back and it is not coming through or is coming through with information that you did not request.  A meeting is scheduled with them next Tuesday to determine whether we are going to make them fix it or go with another program.  The Draft Emergency Response Plan has been completed and will be presented 
to the staff at the next staff meeting.  The new police vehicle that we ordered did go into production in February and the dealer indicated its arrival to be by the end of April or early May.  We updated all of the emergency contact numbers for the businesses.  A new receptionist was hired to replace Wendy who is an employee at the Health Department named Kimberly Crew who will start April 18.

Chief Wernz introduced 1st Sergeant Commander of the Hatem Bridge, Kevin Ayd.


Mayor Eberhardt stated that he received an email from Delegate Rudolph that Randy Brown, the acting director of the MD Transit Authority, had indicated that most of the surface work for the Hatem Bridge was to be completed by June.

Sergeant Ayd stated that there were still some jersey walls and barriers to be put up along with some striping but it should be around that time if the weather cooperates.  

Outreach Report


Malik, from the Outreach Program, reported on the monthly report for the Outreach Program.  They had an overall monthly attendance of 195 with 25 individual appointments (referral cases).  There were 13 parent appointments with 3 new Police/Parent referrals.  There were 6 “Life Skills”/DSS Healthy Relationship Classes with an attendance of 32 and 6 new classes.  

Outreach activities for the month included 6 Life Skills classes, 7 community service days and 2 staff training days.  On the 7th there was a pool tournament; on the 16th was GOCCP training, on the 18th was a Call of Duty Tournament, and the 31st was Movie Night.  
Announcements:


The Outreach Program has hired a new Administrative Assistant/Youth Mentor named Kate Ramey.  She is a graduate of North East High School and is a current student at Cecil College/Wilmington University, majoring in secondary education.  

To follow up with last month’s announcement the Outreach Program has completed the beatification project to build bird houses.  We would like to hang these bird houses in our community.  There are 12 birdhouses and if any of the Commissioners or Department Heads would like to hang one near their office/building please contact Ms. Kate at the Outreach building.  


On Saturday, April 16, Mr. Jesse will be taking a group of members to the Reid Menzer Memorial Skate Park in York, PA.  This incentive is for members who have been coming frequently and participating in programs.  Other upcoming events include a Genesee Valley trip which is a team building course and the Baltimore trip to a Sport’s 
Museum and the Inner Harbor boat tour and a Baltimore trip to an art museum and aquarium.

For a volunteer/community service program, the Outreach Program members will work with Ruff Life Animal Rescue.  The members will get to work directly with dogs that have been rescued from terrible abuse and learn how to become animal handlers themselves.  This experience will allow members to learn about animal abuse and the effects it can have along with allowing them to benefit the animal therapy.  Outreach members will be able to educate communities about preventing illnesses.  The Outreach Program is also collecting donations for the Ruff Life Foster homes, you may participate by dropping off a donation such as dog food, cat food, litter and toys at the Outreach building, for more information please visit www.ruffliferescue.com.  April 15th will be the High School Talent Show at 2 p.m. at the Perryville High School.  April 20th is the Outreach Scavenger Hunt and family cookout.  April 23 is the Riversweep/Community Service Day.  April 28th the Outreach members will be participating in the Looney Olympics at the Perryville Middle School. May 5th will be the Cecil Partnership Award Banquet which he will be giving a speech at.  On May 10, Michelle and Jesse will be out of the office for Drug and Alcohol training.  On May 13th will be a Community Service car wash at the Police Station for Town vehicles.  May 18th will be Community Service for cleaning our Adopt- A- Highway on Route 40.  May 7 is a Stop Smoking and Prevention Info Night followed by an Outreach family cookout.  The Chief’s Challenge date has been moved to June 8.  Malik stated that they made 12 birdhouses and if the Town staff had any specific locations that they would like them hung around town to let them know and they will see that they get put in the recommended places.

Commissioner Brown inquired if they were a particular kind of birdhouse.

Malik was not sure he was not involved in the making of them but he thought that they were for all types of birds.  


Commissioner Brown inquired if there was a hanger involved or do they have to be nailed onto something.


Malik was not sure but would find out.


Commissioner Brown indicated that she would like to have some out at the park and some out here in the garden area.


Malik replied that he would talk to his people and get back to us.

FROM THE FLOOR


Dale Shires, who resides at 514 Cedar Point Drive, indicated that there has been a missing sign for quite a while in his area, it was East Craighill, East Piney Point, and East Cedar Point that all come together.  He also brought up concern over several incidences of shoddy workmanship in the Beacon Point development and infrastructure issues with the water.  He inquired if we had exercised the bond against Crouse to try to get some of the money back after the horrible job that was done in our development.

Ms. Breder commented that we did not but we did hold it for quite a long time and they did repair the items that were on our punch list that we required them to finish.


Mayor Eberhardt commented that we only very recently took over the infrastructure up there.



Mr. Shires asked if the approximate 19% reimbursement to Penn Gaming for road infrastructure was a common agreement to arrange with someone.

Mayor Eberhardt replied that it is not necessarily common, Penn National had asked the Town and the County for something called tax increment financing which would give them a break on their taxes and we were the first to turn that down and then the County did.   


Mr. Shires stated that he thought that he had read something recently that there was some motion going through Annapolis that they were talking about exempting these places from property taxes.  


Mayor Eberhardt commented that it was from personal property taxes.  The issue is that they do not own the machines; the State owns the machines, so it became a question of them having to pay personal property taxes on the machines.  It is not exactly a common agreement it was an Economic Development issue having a new industry that wants to come to town and they are going to build a 95 million dollar building and create 350 jobs and give you 5 ½% of the gross profits in turn for assistance with the infrastructure which we then own.  This would not be out of the town’s money, but out of the money that they give us.

Denise Porter, who resides at 614 Charles Street, asked if tonight’s decision on the Garrett Point project was whether or not it can be done or not.

Mayor Eberhardt replied that it was not, it is whether or not we will financially support the project.

  Ms. Porter stated that there is a huge pothole in the corner of Charles Street and Aiken Avenue extended that needs attention.  Her concern is with the trucks that will be needed to build this development and the impact that they will have on our roads that already have issues that are not being fixed.  

Mayor Eberhardt commented that the developers did make a videotape of the meeting they had with residents and that was one of the concerns that were brought up which was addressed stating that in the Public Works Agreement they would pay for any damage they produce.  


Ms. Porter questioned the traffic study that was done and how often it was done and questioned how it was determined that there would be no impact on traffic.

Mayor Eberhardt responded that he was not sure how many days that they did the study but in reviewing the videotape does not believe they determined there would be no impact just that there would be a minimal impact of additional traffic.


Ms. Porter inquired if the project could still go through without the Town’s financial support.


The Mayor and Ms. Breder both responded that we have two Resolutions for the Garrett Point project, one is to support the project and the other is for financial support of the project.  It would not mean that they could not still go through with the project it just means that their application to the State of Maryland for financial support through them may not be looked upon as well as it would have if they would have had the financial support from the town.  There is still a process that they would need to follow if supported by us or not through Planning and Zoning.

Commissioner Linkey commented that it did come through Planning and Zoning once and was approved for the initial concept plan then it would have to come through for the preliminary plan.


Ms. Porter inquired if we had any idea of when this plan was to start.


Commissioner Linkey believes that they wanted to start it late this year to get it going by next year.  She recommended her to check the town’s website for the upcoming Planning and Zoning meetings which are normally on the 3rd Monday of each month if there is something that needs to be reviewed that month.


William Huss, who resides at 510 Charles Street, brought up concerns regarding low water pressure in his vicinity and recently discovered that another resident towards 
the other end of the street experienced problems as well.  He indicated that they had brought it up a couple of years ago at one of the meetings

Commissioner Brown recalls there being a lack of water pressure issue on Charles Street years ago but thought that it had been remedied but if not it needs to be addressed.


Mr. Huss stated that the town had performed a pressure test which came out normal but that was done at 2 in the afternoon when you do not have a lot of people using it.  He stated that the police need to monitor the stop signs more in the neighborhood because people drive right past them without stopping.  He stated that he cannot believe that adding 62 more families into this development is not going to have that much of an impact on traffic issues, you are putting 62 more families at risk in the process.

Glen Jasper, 105 John Street, discussed issues with some bushes that needed to be trimmed along 222 coming out of the development that hinder the visibility when making the left hand turn out of the development. 

Ms. Breder indicated that is a State Highway issue unfortunately it is not in our jurisdiction for our DPW to take care of that.  


Mayor Eberhardt and Ms. Breder commented that they personally would call the State Highway engineer about that.  

Gary Hughey, who resides at 556 Charles Street, inquired how many traffic surveys have been done on Route 222.

Mayor Eberhardt commented that there have been numerous traffic studies done for all the projects that would impact it, such as Cedar Corner, Woodlands, and the Casino.


Mr. Hughey commented that everyone that spoke before him is correct we do have issues up there, our roads are falling apart.  If you take the 62 apartments and townhomes you are proposing times 3 cars per residence you are talking 180 additional cars that you are adding which will cause you to be in for a problem.  


Jacob Porter, who lives on Charles Street, commented that adding more traffic will only make it worse.  He noted that last summer there was a fire in the development and he could not get into the development to go home until the Fire Department finally allowed traffic back through the one opening there is to the development.  He asked that we please do not help fund this project.  


Dean Pruitt, who resides at 306-3 Mansion Drive, indicated that he would like to see some decent, affordable housing come into the town and look into other options of getting in and out of the development.  


Mr. Huss commented that he believed that at some point the town was told that there would never be a traffic signal coming into the development.


Ms. Breder commented that recently she and Ms. Skilling had a meeting with the State Highway and one of the discussions was taking a serious look to see if a traffic signal would be appropriate for that development, and other ingress and egress options, although this is very preliminary.  Ms. Breder commented that we are looking at the options whether or not the development comes through.  

Commissioner Linkey commented that some of the things that staff has discussed was the possibility of signals there during rush hour times only.


Ms. Breder commented that the State Highway did not like that idea because it creates confusion for people, particularly for that intersection.  This does not mean that a light is or is not going to be out there, it just means that more study needs to be done on it.

NEW BUSINESS- 
Abatement Request-Amy Parker


Ms. Parker summarized an abatement request for 5264 Pulaski Highway which meets the requirements for a water and sewer abatement in the amount of $3025.55.
MOTION was made by Commissioner Fox and seconded by Commissioner Tennis to approve the abatement request in the amount of $3025.55 for water and sewer.  All in Favor: Motion Carried.

Budget Amendment Resolution 2011-6


Mayor Eberhardt summarized the budget amendments including recognizing projected administrative overtime & postage from retained earnings in the amount of $3,800, another in the amount of $150,000 to purchase real property.  Mayor Eberhardt discussed a budget amendment in the amount of $3,750 for Public Works overtime from 
retained earnings, which he would like to see come from another line item in the Public Works Department.  Another budget amendment is for Rodgers Tavern.  In the Water Fund account $7,000 was moved from Capital Outlay to repair Harmsco Filters and maintain generators.


There was discussion regarding the Public Works budget amendment and determined that the Department of Public Works budget had been tapped into as much as it could by pulling funds from various line items for the purchase of a new salt spreader.
MOTION was made by Commissioner Linkey and seconded by Commissioner Brown to approve Budget Amendment Resolution 2011-6. All in Favor: Motion Carried.

Resolution 2011-7 


Mayor Eberhardt summarized Resolution 2011-7 a request for the town’s support of the Richmond Hill Apartment renovation project.

MOTION was made by Commissioner Linkey and seconded by Commissioner Brown to approve Resolution 2011-7. All in Favor: Motion Carried.

Resolution 2011-8
 
Mayor Eberhardt summarized the request for a financial contribution from the town toward the funding that the developer of the Richmond Hill Apartment renovation project is applying for.  He wanted to make sure that the contribution that they were seeking was consistent with the same formula that they used to determine the amount for the Richmond Hill Senior Apartments.

Ms. Breder commented that the developer was requesting $66 per unit because that is what it worked out to be for the contribution that was given toward the Richmond Hill Senior Apartments.  

There was discussion to modify the amount of contribution if needed to be consistent with the formula used for a previous contribution.

MOTION was made by Commissioner Brown and seconded by Commissioner Fox to approve Resolution 2011-8 with the changes that were discussed, changing the amount and following the previous procedure for Carter Court. All in Favor: Motion Carried.

Resolution 2011-9


Mayor Eberhardt presented a request from developers for support of the proposed Garrett Point project.
There was no motion made on this Resolution.

Resolution 2011-10


Mayor Eberhardt presented the request for financial support of the Garrett Point project in the amount of $40,920.

There was no motion made on this Resolution.

Resolution 2011-11

Mayor Eberhardt commented that this Resolution is to set the Real Estate Tax Rate which is currently $0.353 per $100 of assessable real property by lowering it to $0.3394 per $100 incorporated in it.  Mayor Eberhardt wanted residents to be aware of what rates are in other Municipalities.  In Rising Sun it is $0.36, Port Deposit $0.55, North East $0.48. Elkton $0.47, Chesapeake City $0.43, Havre De Grace $0.60, Aberdeen $0.68 per $100 of assessable real property.  
MOTION was made by Commissioner Linkey and seconded by Commissioner Fox to approve Resolution 2011-11 to set the Real Estate tax rate for the Town of Perryville to $0.353 per $100 of assessable real property. All in Favor: Motion Carried.

Local Impact Grant Funding Approval
Mayor Eberhardt commented that there were concerns from the Local Development Council that we were building facilities, therefore, in future years we were going to have increase in O & M cost.  The answer that we have gone back to them with is that to account for O & M cost, the largest single expenditure in our plan is for PNG reimbursement and that goes away in three years.  By the time we get these new facilities built we will have paid off the expenditures with PNG and will have a lot of money available.  What he wanted to add to our response is that the facilities in our plan are replacement facilities, Town Hall, Police Station and Public Works Building.  These currently occupied buildings are a 1937 renovated Firehouse with mold, asbestos and lead paint issues and when we replace these buildings with new facilities we will have more efficient energy systems and less maintenance cost to maintain since they would be brand new buildings.


Ms. Breder made note that her comments back to the public were also included in their packets for review.
MOTION was made by Commissioner Tennis and seconded by Commissioner Linkey to approve the Local Impact Grant Funding Plan. All in Favor: Motion Carried.


Commissioner Brown noted that this plan can be subject to change based on priorities that may come up; but hopefully, all of it will come to fruition.

MD Heritage Areas Authority Grant Agreement


Ms. Breder summarized the agreement by stating that suggestions were made by the Town Attorney on changing of some wording on paragraph 12 and another just a correction of a reference which have both been modified on this agreement.
