Town Meeting Minutes

January 4, 2011
ATTENDANCE:  Mayor: James Eberhardt, Commissioners: Barbara Brown, Alan Fox, Michelle Linkey, Gary Tennis, Town Administrator: Denise Breder, and Police Lieutenant: Al Miller.
The Town of Perryville Town Meeting was called to order at 7:00 p.m. by Mayor Eberhardt.
Pledge to the Flag

APPROVAL OF THE TOWN MEETING MINUTES  

MOTION was made by Commissioner Linkey and seconded by Commissioner Brown to approve the December 7, 2010 Town Meeting Minutes.  All in Favor: Motion Carried.

MAYOR’S REPORT-


Mayor Eberhardt reported that he attended the Tree Lighting Ceremony on December 15 and thanked those involved in planning and working the event and those who turned out to participate, particularly the Perryville High School Chorus.  Mayor Eberhardt encouraged residents to clean up any trash that they may see that has been blown around in light of the recent snow event preventing the trash company from being able to pick up resident’s trash on that Monday and the winds were extremely strong on that day.  The Local Development Council, set up to establish how the slot funds that will come to us are distributed, will meet on the 27th of January at 6 p.m. at the old L.L. Bean Store at the Outlet Center which is an open meeting.  Mayor Eberhardt wanted to congratulate Keith Baynes on behalf of the entire board, the Town and the Town Staff for his appointment as judge.  
COMMISSIONER’S REPORTS –

COMMISSIONER TENNIS’ REPORT-

Commissioner Tennis reported that bulk trash was picked up for those residents who scheduled for removal.  Yard Waste was picked up one occasion for those who scheduled the special pick up.  The grading for the new DPW building is underway.  The soil is being hauled away other than an approved pile being kept for backfill.  Hydrants at Patterson Funeral Home parking lot and the I-95 northbound weigh scale have been repaired and are now back in service.  A water service repair was made at 580 Aiken Avenue.  The DPW crew worked all night on December 26th into December 27th plowing 
and salting during a winter storm event.  The annual Christmas Tree Lighting Ceremony was held at the lot adjacent to Rodgers Tavern.  A lot of debris has been removed from 
the new floating pier.  However, a large tree still remains and we are awaiting an estimate to have it removed.  DPW is also putting together a contract to have matters like this handled on an hourly rate from contractors in case problems like this arise. Awaiting an estimate on having temporary electric placed on the floating pier to have the “ice melters” operational for the upcoming freeze season.  Two sewer service lines were replaced on Broad Street that were so damaged by roots that they were not functioning.  

Mayor Eberhardt inquired if a date had been set for the Christmas Tree pickup.


Ms. Sample stated that they just notified us this afternoon that they would be picking up the trees on January 22 which is a Saturday.

COMMISSIONER BROWN’S REPORT-


Commissioner Brown announced that the floating dock has been removed for the winter.  She also reminded the ramp users that if you launch on site, you are still required to have a launch permit.  The fine is pretty steep if you don’t have one.  On December 19 she toured the homes that signed up for the decorating contest as one of the judges and was glad that they all agreed on the winners and hopes that we can do this again next year.  On the 27th of January the Perryville Greenway meeting will be held here at 10 a.m.  
Meetings & Activities


On December 9 Commissioner Brown attended the MML Harford/Cecil Chapter Meeting in Charlestown.  She met with the new delegation members and heard items of concern for the upcoming year from all representatives who attended.  On December 11 she attended the annual Christmas Tree Lighting Ceremony.  On December 14 she attended the meeting with the County Commissioners requesting that our slots revenue be disbursed to the town for safe keeping.  On December 15 she attended the end of the year gathering of the Board of Tourism and the volunteers that assist with tourism events held at the Comfort Suites Hotel in Elkton.  On December 16 she attended the Police Outreach Program and gave her regrets that she would not be able to attend the Open House that evening due to a scheduling conflict.  Those in attendance graciously brought her up to date on all of the great things that they were doing for area families for the holidays.  On December 17 she attended the Open House hosted by the Town of Charlestown in their Town Hall.   She stated we should visit our neighbors more often and invite them to visit us.  On December 21 she attended the Mayor and Commissioners Work Session.  


Commissioner Brown did not have any update information on the pier but asked Ms. Breder if we were able to get an agreement completed by GZA to do the test borings.


Ms. Breder commented that we do not.


Commissioner Brown stated that additional archaeology has been completed in the basement of Rodgers Tavern so that a sump pump could be installed.  A draft report has been completed and should soon be finalized.  Other work seems to be moving along at this time. 


Commissioner Brown inquired what the status of our request for the Fishing Free Zone was.  She stated that there was an article in the Baltimore Sun where the Federal Government required fishermen to register even if they are fishing in free fishing zones.

Mayor Eberhardt replied that we had not heard anything recently and the last that we had heard from the State was pretty much what you just said.  The Federal Government put into effect this past year that you have to register to fish anywhere in this country for anything.  When the State got our request for a free fishing zone it was just about the time that this new regulation went into effect and they do not know how to deal with that yet and are still trying to figure out how they are going to implement free fishing areas under the Federal regulations.  


Commissioner Fox announced the winners of the Christmas decorating contest.  The first place winner was the Ziegler’s at 1617 Greenspring Avenue, other winners were the Flucker residence at 1007 Cedar Corner Road, the Logan’s of 547 Cecil Avenue and the Riale residence of 519 Richmond Street.  

COMMISSIONER LINKEY’S REPORT-


Commissioner Linkey reported that on the 9th of December she attended the MML Harford/Cecil Chapter dinner.  On the 11th of December she attended the Tree Lighting Ceremony.  On the 14th of December she attended the Cecil County Commissioners meeting.  On December 20 she attended the Planning and Zoning meeting held but representatives were unable to attend.  On the 21st she attended the Commissioner Work Session.  On the 29th she attended a meeting with the department representatives about the Personnel Manual.    

Mayor Eberhardt announced that we had some openings on the Election Board and the Ethics Board that we are going to post on the web site for a resident that may be interested in serving as a volunteer.  The vacancies have come about as a result of Connie Wilson who served on both boards and has recently moved out of town.  He recently presented her with a plaque for her many years of service on both boards.
COMMISSIONER FOX’S REPORT-

Commissioner Fox reported on additional meetings that he attended including a meeting at the Wastewater Plant with URS reps on site to investigate the overflow problem.  He also attended the Chamber of Commerce winter social at the Outlet Center on the 9th and the MML Harford/Cecil Dinner.  He also attended the Christmas Tree Lighting Ceremony on the 11th and the employee luncheon.

Commissioner Fox reported that the Water Plant  produced 12 million gallons of potable drinking water.  The distribution pump that broke during the water emergency last month has been repaired and reinstalled to service.  All testing for the month and year has been completed.  A letter was written to the SRBC asking that we not be penalized for withdrawing over one million gallon’s per day during last month’s emergency. As we did this on three consecutive days to get caught up and fill both towers.  

Commissioner Fox was pleased to announce that he had sent a proposal for an illustrated history of Perryville to Arcadia Publishing and his proposal was accepted.  He especially wanted to thank Mr. Pat Stetina for his contributions from the railroad.  


Mayor Eberhardt indicated that it appears that we are not going to have a Ribbon Cutting Ceremony at the Wastewater Plant.


Commissioner Fox commented that it has drawn out for so long he was not sure if we should wait until Spring or what.


Ms. Breder commented that MDE declined to send a representative for the Wastewater Plant Ribbon Cutting.  


Commissioner Fox indicated that maybe we could just have an Open House, which seemed agreeable with the other board members.

Wastewater Treatment Plant Contract

Commissioner Fox reported on the summary of construction activities that occurred in relation to the Wastewater Treatment Plant Contract.  The summary of activities covers the period from October 22nd of last year to December 21st of last year.  There are 0 days to substantial completion and 0 days to final completion.  On 11/29/10 the Belt Filter Press startup was successful and training was completed.  On 12/6/10 the Belt Filter demonstration was performed.  On 12/13/10 the final inspection was completed.  
Commissioner Fox announced that Alan Amos was selected to be the
 Supervisor of the Water Plant and the Wastewater Plant and is in training for his Wastewater Plant now.

Ms. Breder commented that he has his temporary license for the Wastewater Plant and just needs to take a couple of tests to obtain his Superintendant license for the Wastewater Plant which he already has for the Water Plant.  


Ms. Breder indicated that there should be a pay request next month and she received an email late today from URS regarding a contract amendment with them but it was too late to put on the agenda tonight.

Mayor Eberhardt inquired how much time we have left with our Town Attorney.

Mr. Baynes replied that it is not a lot of time because one of the other judges is going to be out on vacation the end of January and by law you have to take it within 30 days of your appointment and he should know definitely by tomorrow but it is looking like they want things taken care of by the afternoon of the 21st of January.  

Mayor Eberhardt inquired what happens if an issue comes up that he was involved in before we fill the vacancy, if he could be contacted.


Mr. Baynes stated that he had told Denise that he was just an email away.  


They discussed the files that he has involving Perryville and the possibility of him hanging on to them until we hire another Attorney which he was agreeable to.  

Mayor Eberhardt commented that we would be sending out a Request for Proposal for Legal Services and would gladly take any recommendations that Mr. Baynes may have.


Mr. Baynes commented that he would like to see who responds and would offer any suggestions that he may have, he has had one person who has contacted him so far to inquire about the position in the Town.


Mayor Eberhardt commented that we need to act on the Request for Proposal quickly.
WILMPACO-Heather Dunigan


Ms. Dunigan from WILMAPCO explained that every four years they visit the various Municipalities in Cecil County to talk about their long range Regional Transportation Plan for Cecil County which has to be a minimum of a twenty year horizon.  The current plan takes us to the year 2030 and the one that we are working on will take us into the year 2040.  Part of the plan includes a Unified Planning Work Program which includes Trans Atlantic Development and the Greenway Plan which we are working on with the Town.  Ms. Dunigan stated that they are also working on a Chesapeake Connector Project in Cecil County for which they will be sending us information about for any funding requests that we may have.  Another program that we do is the Transportation Improvement Program which includes any Federally funded transportation projects.   All of these need to be consistent with and part of the overall Regional Transportation Plan.  The four year Regional Plan expires in March of 2011 so we are looking to get approval by our Council a week from Thursday.  Some of the challenges that they are facing are the projections of the 65 and older population that is expected to increase by 109% by the year 2013 which creates transportation issues for those who may lose their ability to drive and the freight tonnage is expected to increase by 58%.  

Mayor Eberhardt inquired if these projections are based on the belief that the economy is going to turn around or if there are more distribution centers or a combination.


Ms. Dunigan commented that the rail lines are pretty well maxed out and more commuter rail are using lines forcing more use on the trucks which is not the ideal situation.  One of the more challenging issues is funding for Capital projects which looks pretty good for Cecil County in the future but not so good for New Castle County who are projected to run out of money by 2020 for Capital projects.  Ms. Dunigan discussed some of the financially reasonable projects that they feel will be able to accommodate. One included providing bus service from Perryville to North East in 2012 as well as a Connector from the Perryville Outlet/Chesapeake Overlook Connector.  Also included is providing a transit connector to Harford County.   In 2020 they are looking to provide a rail extension from Perryville to Elkton and in 2030 a rail extension from Elkton to Newark, which should help with the parking situation at the MARC train station in Perryville.  In 2040 they are looking to add an additional lane on I-95 both directions from the Susquehanna to the Delaware line which would be without Federal funding.  The projects which they are currently showing without funding include:

· The East Coast Greenway through Cecil County & Lower Susquehanna Heritage Greenway and the Susquehanna River Pedestrian/Bicycle Crossing. 
·  Multi-lane reconstruction with MD 222 and Perryville/Bainbridge Rd. and US 40 to MD 275.  
· The I-95 interchange between Perryville and Northeast.  
· Two lane reconstruction at MD 222, Bainbridge Rd and MD 275 to the Bainbridge entrance.  
· Divided highway reconstruct at MD 275, Perrylawn Drive, MD 222 to MD 276 and US 40 corridor and intersection improvements.  

Mayor Eberhardt inquired about something that he thought that he had seen regarding the interconnection of the Norfork Southern lines with the main Northeast corridor line.

Ms. Dunigan reported that they currently are working on Unified Planning Work Programs.  One is the Chesapeake Connector of Freight and Rail Passenger Benefits.  We have hired a company to do a cost benefit analysis in adding additional track in which Mayor Eberhardt will be receiving an invitation to serve on the Advisory Committee.  They will be looking at the benefits of freight and passenger movement and addressing the issue of the layover in Perryville and the possibility of a freight bypass going around Perryville.  She announced that they will be holding their second workshop here at the Town Hall which is the Transit Oriented Development & Greenway Plan on February 10, 2011 from 4:30-7:30 p.m.

· Commissioner Brown and I attended a construction progress meeting on December 2, 2010.  The contractor is now on winter shut down.  A request has been made to GZA to do additional geotechnical work so that the bridge 
foundation design can be completed and the design and related change order ready to go when the contractor returns to work in the spring.

· Prepared the budget amendment for your vote at tonight’s meeting (typically handled by Finance Director)

· Other Meetings:
· December 1, 2010 Met with Frank Hodgetts of Home Partnership, Inc. regarding the VA EUL (he wanted to know if we had any information on the status of the EUL – RFP) and the Garrett Point (formerly Richmond Hills) project that his company is working on.

· December 1, 2010 Participated in an interview for a Patrol Officer with Mayor Eberhardt and Chief Wernz.

· December 2, 2010 Commissioner Fox and I conducted an Incident Debriefing for the 11/19 – 11/21/10 water crisis.  Aaron Ashford, Larry Frazier, Alan Amos were also in attendance.

· December 8, 2010 Met with Jim Colangelo of Selective Insurance who was conducting an inspection of our facilities (the facilities that his company insures).  Jim also met with Andy Fasnacht to inspect the WWTP.  

· December 9, 2010 Prepared for, attended and conducted the Staff Meeting.

· December 11, 2010 Assisted with the Christmas Tree Lighting Ceremony.

· December 14, 2010 Attended the County Commissioners’ work session regarding the Town’s request to receive our previously negotiated share of the Local Impact Grants (to be held in a separate bank account until authorized to use…).

· December 17, 2010 Met with Alan Amos to go over his role and responsibilities as Superintendant of the water and wastewater facilities...as well as goals for the departments.

· December 21, 2010 Prepared for and attended the Mayor and Commissioners Work Session.

· December 22, 2010 Met with Rachel Deaner to go over her role and responsibilities as Finance Director…as well as goals for the department.

Ms. Breder commented that they will be having a Strategic Planning Meeting this Saturday here at Town Hall.  Ms. Breder also announced that the January Work Session will need to be rescheduled for this month due to the holiday to either January 20 or January 25 at 6:30 p.m., the board decided to go with January 20 which is a Thursday.


Ms. Breder introduced the new Financial Director, Rachel Deaner.
TREASURER’S REPORT

Ms. Deaner reported that there were 215 purchase orders processed for the month of December totaling $1,525,711.88.  There were 118 accounts payable checks processed totaling $454,016.74.  Cash receipts were processed totaling $348,365.37.  There were 13 personal property tax bills sent out totaling $8,523.54.  On December 22nd, there was a meeting with the Town Administrator to go over the goals for the Finance position and department.  On December 23rd, meeting with staff to discuss department goals and 1099’s due January 31st.  On December 29th, she attended the Personnel Manual Draft Meeting of department heads and completed October’s Bank Reconciliations on December 30th.  On December 28th we received the Real Estate half year tax roll for fiscal year 2010 which totaled $60,039.79.  The total bill included taxes receivable from Penn Cecil (Hollywood Casino) of $58,820.27.  During the month, we received $34,636.80 from SHA for the Pier Project.  We also received $21,324.21 from DNR for the same project.  The Anticipated Debt form to the State of MD Treasurer’s Department was submitted on December 28.

 Lieutenant Miller reported that the Chief attended a School Resource Officer meeting on December 6 and the Town Meeting on December 9.  On December 9 the Chief met with Cecil County’s newest States Attorney, Mr. Rollins.  On December 15 he attended the Homeland Emergency Response Committee Meeting.  On December 16 he attended the Outreach Open House.  On December 29 he attended the Personnel Manual Committee review meeting.
The mobile data computers are now on-line and they are working on the NCIC/Meters access/training for personnel.  The draft Emergency Response Plan is 95% complete.  They are waiting on the arrival of a new police vehicle, a 2011 Dodge Charger.  They received a $500 grant for underage Tobacco enforcement from the Cecil County Health Department.  Lieutenant Miller congratulated Assistant State’s Attorney Keith Baynes, on behalf of the Perryville Police Department, on his recent appointment as a newly appointed judge for Cecil County.  


Lieutenant Miller discussed a presentation that was going to transpire at the Perryville Middle School at 8 a.m. and 9:30 a.m. tomorrow.  It is called Rachel’s 

Challenge, Rachel was one of the first children killed in the Columbine shootings.  Her mother and father are touring the country and want to tour the world to discuss Rachel’s plans and goals through a Power Point presentation.  They will also be doing a presentation at the High School at 7 p.m. in the evening on the same day.  
OUTREACH PROGRAM-


Stephanie from the Outreach Group reported that there were 7 individual appointments for the month of November, 5 parent appointments, and 6 “Life Skills” Classes/DSS Healthy Relationship classes and 5 new members.  There was 1 Police/Parent referral with an overall monthly attendance of 111.  There was 1 meeting of the Bereavement Support Group Program.   Activities for the month included Life Skills Classes on December 7, 9, 14, 21, 23, and 30th.    On December 8, 15, and 21st, was Community Service for Toys for Tots.  On December 10 was Pizza/Game night and December 11 was Community Service with the Town Hall Christmas Tree Lighting Ceremony.  On December 16 was the Outreach Open House/Holiday Party and on December 20 was the Gingerbread House Contest and December 22 was Holiday Movie Night.

Toys for Tots was a big success and we were able to help 90 families and 230 children in the Perryville and Port Deposit area.  Thank you for all the support and donations. NEW BUSINESS- 
Senior Services and Community Transit - Leslie Gorak-Transit Supervisor for Cecil County Governement, Trisha Jones-Transit Coordinator, and Jim Macgill-Transportation Consulting

Ms. Gorak presented a request that they are proposing which is a new bus service over the bridge connecting Harford and Cecil County and sharing the effort with Harford County.  All of their buses have bike racks for those people that may have bikes that they are traveling with and they are also handicap accessible.  


Trisha discussed the regular bus services, the curb to curb services, and the Pilot Taxi voucher program and the associated fees.  Currently the Pilot Taxi voucher program 
is the only way to cross the bridge into Harford County for residents who are qualified for this program which can be limiting.  We were approached by Harford Transit with an idea for a joint venture to meet the unmet needs which Mr. Macgill is going to discuss.  Note:  For more information on public transportation you may call 410-996-5295 or visit the website at www.ceciltransit.com, or obtain a bus schedule at the Perryville Town Hall.

Mr. Macgill stated that this is a joint project, it is an application for job access reverse commute funds, an employment related transportation grant which is due February 1.  Two applications had to be submitted, one from Harford Transit and one from Cecil County.  The service would run from 6 a.m-6 p.m., Harford Transit would handle the mornings 6 a.m. – 12 p.m. and Cecil Transit would handle the afternoon from 12 p.m.- 6 p.m.  The preliminary plan is to connect Aberdeen, Havre De Grace, Port Deposit and Perryville and have connections with Harford Transit bus routes in Havre De Grace and at the Aberdeen train station.  This is a grant that requires a local match for every dollar of Federal money that we receive.  

Mayor Eberhardt inquired if Perry Point funding would be allowed to be considered or if it would be considered a Federal Fund that could not be used.


Mr. Macgill replied that if it was clearly identified as Federal money it would probably be difficult for us to use as a match but there are some exceptions such as Community Development Block Grant money even if it is Federal could be used, but this is something that would have to be looked into.


After discussion it appeared that they were looking for an amount of $35,000 as the Town of Perryville’s portion of the matching funds toward the project.  The Town expressed concern in the fact that it appears that none of the other impacted parties such as the VA, Port Deposit, Havre De Grace, and the casino have been approached for any matching funds and being the fact that they would also reap the benefits of the program they should also be included.  The board is supportive of the program itself but not willing to commit to a specific dollar amount until other options are explored.   
MOTION was made by Commissioner Linkey and seconded by Commissioner Tennis to send a letter of support for the Cecil/Harford Connection project without the financial commitment.  All in Favor: Motion Carried.
DIAMOND IN THE ROUGH TRIATHLON


Commissioner Brown discussed a new proposal that was submitted by Neil Semmel of Piranha Sports that will increase the amount that the volunteer organizations will get by $.50 per racer each year covering a period of five years.  She would like to see 
us approve this contract but also request that a profit and loss statement to accompany each one of those contracts.

Mayor Eberhardt suggested putting it into the contract in paragraph 1 after where it reads: The remaining balance of net profits is Piranha Sports, LLC.  He suggested adding that they are to provide us with the specific amount of registrants and provide us with a profit and loss statement for this event.
MOTION was made by Commissioner Brown and seconded by Commissioner Linkey to amend the Triathlon Agreement with Piranha Sports to include the specific number of registrants for the event and to provide a profit and loss statement for this event.  All in Favor: Motion Carried.


Mayor Eberhardt stated that a contract has been put together for a company called Plan Ahead Events that is putting together the Bridge Walk proposal to send to the Transit Authority for us, Havre De Grace and Harford and Cecil County.  September 17th is the date that has been selected for the event.
RESOLUTION 2011-1- BUDGET AMENDMENTS


Ms. Breder summarized the various budget amendments that were being requested for the F/Y 2011 budget.  The first included recognizing grant funds from the prior fiscal year to the current years budget and expending them in the current year.  The second one is recognizing donations received from the K-9 expenses and offsetting expenditures.  The third one is to replace a salt spreader that was beyond repair.  The fourth one is the costs associated with the water crisis of 11/19-11/21/10. Ms. Breder noted that previously the board had requested a running balance of the Mayor and Commissioner contingency fund if it has to be used for a budget amendment.  Ms. Breder commented that they 
started out with an amount of $112,105 and if this budget amendment is approved tonight then the balance will be $85,751 they have spent $26,354 of it so far.
MOTION was made by Commissioner Linkey and seconded by Commissioner Tennis to approve Resolution 2011-1 budget amendment.  All in Favor: Motion Carried.
PLANNING & ZONING MEMBER APPOINTMENTS

Two members of the Planning and Zoning Board, George Jack, whose term ends February 2011 and Matthew Oberholtzer whose term ends in March 2011 have both expressed interest in serving on the board for another term and if we choose can be voted on tonight.

COMMUNITY BLOCK PARTY REQUEST-First Baptist Church of Perryville

The First Baptist Church submitted a request to hold their annual Block Party at the lot adjacent to Rodgers Tavern on May 21, 2011 and to request that the fees be waived for the event.
