Town Meeting Minutes

The Town of Perryville Town Meeting was called to order at 7:00 p.m. by Mayor Eberhardt.
Pledge to the Flag

APPROVAL OF THE TOWN MEETING MINUTES  
MOTION was made by Commissioner Linkey and seconded by Commissioner Brown to approve the May 3, 2011 Town Meeting minutes.  Four in Favor, 1 abstain (Commissioner Fox): Motion Carried.

MOTION was made by Commissioner Brown and seconded by Commissioner Linkey to approve the May 9, 2011 Budget Public Hearing minutes.  Four in Favor, 1 abstain (Commissioner Fox): Motion Carried.

MAYOR’S REPORT-

Mayor Eberhardt welcomed the new Commissioner Michael Dawson aboard.  He also made the Commissioner appointments for this term which were Barbara Brown as Parks and Recreation, Michael Dawson, Planning and Zoning, Michelle Linkey, Public Works, Alan Fox over Water and Wastewater, and himself over Public Safety.  Mayor Eberhardt also reminded everyone that there will be a Public Hearing on June 16 regarding the toll increases at the Perryville High School and there was a press conference held yesterday in town with a large turnout on the impact that the toll increases would have on the community.  We have been in discussions about the planning of a bridge walk to celebrate the opening of the reconstruction of the Hatem Bridge.  We had reported on some disagreements with the MDTA on their Memorandum of Understanding that they wanted us to sign.  They have since had a change of heart and seem very supportive and plan to do a lot of in kind work for support of the bridge walk.  Because of the delays in the negotiations the September 25th date that we were aiming for will likely change to a later date.  The census figures are out and available, Perryville’s new population is 4,361which is a great deal of growth since the 2000 census and continues to be the second largest town in Cecil County.  Mayor Eberhardt also mentioned that MML awards certain towns with Banner City recognition for the town’s participating in various MML activities throughout the State, such as visiting schools and an essay contest with the 4th grade class.  We have a Perryville Elementary student who was a finalist in the “If I were Mayor Essay Contest” from District 10, which is Harford and Cecil County and he 
will be making a presentation to that student next week.  Mayor Eberhardt stated that this past weekend the Railroad Station held Amtrak’s 40th Anniversary celebration.  Pat Stetina, who volunteers at the Railway Museum, is present tonight will give more information on the attendance and how the event went.



Pat Stetina stated that last month he had reported that Amtrak was going to be celebrating their 40th Anniversary and that Perryville was on the list of stops for the special Anniversary Exhibit train to stop at the MARC Train Station.  It was there last weekend from 10 a.m. until 4 p.m.  Amtrak was taking a head count of people exiting the train and on Saturday they had over 480 people which was more than Baltimore and Philadelphia had on their Saturday.  For both days combined there were over 1,100 people who attended.  The other good thing was that the museum received a number of donations those days which included both monetary and artifacts.  For those of you that may have missed it this weekend, they will be stopping at Harrisburg, Pennsylvania on June 11th and 12th, and on June 18th and 19th it will be at Strasburg Railroad with the Thomas the Tank engine.

Mayor Eberhardt urged everyone to try to attend the Toll Hike Public Hearings on June 16 at the Perryville High School and if they are not able to attend it, there is also one being held at the Havre De Grace Activity Center on the 27th of June.

COMMISSIONER’S REPORTS –

COMMISSIONER LINKEY’S REPORT-


Commissioner Linkey reported that she attended her last official Planning and Zoning meeting last month.  They discussed some items that they feel need to be addressed regarding infrastructure around town.  

Commissioner Linkey also reported on the activities of the Public Works Department for the month of May.  She reported that bulk trash was picked up for those residents who scheduled for removal.  Yard Waste was picked up on two occasions for those who had placed their items curbside.  The new Public Works building is still moving forward.  The retaining wall is being erected and moving along swiftly.  A large section of Bayscape Drive has been repaved.  Trees were trimmed in the River View Hills neighborhood so that vehicular traffic can travel through safely.  Installation of a new pressure reducing valve was scheduled along Route 40 with all residents/businesses that may be affected.  A large portion of Ice House Park was cleared of brush.  A portion of 
River Road was re-graded using crusher run.  This was done to fill in potholes that were created during winter weather.  A storm drain on Roundhouse Drive that was not properly installed was repaired.  The submersible pump repairs have been completed and re-installed at the Front Street Lift Station.  The station is working at full capacity.  Water main repairs were made on Richmond Street and Front Street.  

Commissioner Linkey reported that she attended the Spring Fling which was well attended despite the weather.


Mayor Eberhardt stated that Commissioner Linkey had also attended the Press Conference on the toll hikes yesterday.  He also wanted to report that the trees are growing over the single lane bridge on Frenchtown Road leading to the Water Plant which will need to be taken care of.

COMMISSIONER DAWSON-
Commissioner Dawson did not have a report since this was his first meeting but will be attending his first Planning and Zoning meeting next week and looks will have one for the next Town Meeting.  
COMMISSIONER FOX’S REPORT- 
Water Plant Report-

Commissioner Fox reported on the activity of the Water Treatment Plant for the month of May.  They got approval from MDE to install an above ground suction line through the swamp for a back up intake line in case the screens at the intake structure get clogged again.  Alan and Larry attended an Incident Command Class in Elkton for water and wastewater personnel.  Alan also attended the annual Maryland Rural Water Association training conference in Ocean City.  The May monthly operating reports were mailed out on the 3rd of June.  All monthly required MDE water samples for the month were collected and transported to the lab.  New Level sensors for the chlorine contact basins were installed due to their failure earlier in the month.  Alan is continuing to work at the WWTP and is being trained by MES for transition of the wastewater duties.  


Wastewater Plant Report-

Commissioner Fox reported that they met all effluent parameters for the month.  Weston representatives came to research the SBR decant manhole overflows.  Marino came on several occasions to take corrective action on a breaker tripping, filter feed pump restarts after power transfer and the SCADA alarms.  There was routine maintenance 
performed by the plant personnel.  Alvin, Gene, and Shawn all took the Wastewater 5 exam and passed to get their W5 operator license.  

Mayor Eberhardt asked for clarification that Weston Solutions was on board to look at some issues that we had both at the Wastewater and the Water Plant.


Ms. Breder stated that they were on site at the Water Plant on June 1, 2011 and at the Wastewater Plant they were there on the 25th of May to start their work.  Ms. Breder stated that she received an email from them late this afternoon but had not gotten a chance to take a look at in depth with some items that they had found and would fill the board in on once she reviews it.

Commissioner Linkey reported that Cathy had turned in the personnel manual that we had been working on to our lawyer for review to hopefully get a response back by next week or so.  
COMMISSIONER BROWN’S REPORT-

Commissioner Brown reported that on June 22 there will be a Perryville Greenway Meeting here at Town Hall at 10 a.m.  On July 9 will be the Diamond in the Rough Triathlon at 8 a.m. at the Community Park.  Commissioner Brown wanted to remind everyone that there is a community garden next to the Police Station and if anyone is interested in helping to maintain it can let her know and she will make that happen.  


Commissioner Brown wanted to thank those that were involved in the Spring Fling and the 5K run/walk, the Community Block Party and the 40th Anniversary of the MARC train railroad exhibit.  She and Ms. Breder attended a Strategic Meeting in regard to the proposed toll increase held at the County Administrative building.  This proposal will have a great impact on us locally at the Hatem Bridge as well as the I-95 Bridge, so she urges everyone to get involved.  We appear to be working on the final solution for getting the pier completed.  Ice House Park was cleared commercially to give us better access with the hopes of eventually being able to fish there; it has a long way to go to be fully developed.  She did not have further update of the system start up at Rodgers Tavern by staff but believes that the systems will be tested and gas is hooked up and there was to be a walk through by Public Works, but she is not sure if that has been taken care of yet or not.  Last evening she attended a meeting with the County Commissioners concerning the casino funds.

Mayor Eberhardt inquired if we had heard anymore from the State on allowing  Ice House Park to be a no fishing license zone.  
Commissioner Brown replied that she had heard nothing since the application was sent in, she has asked the question many times but is not sure who is even handling it now.  

Ms. Breder thought that from her recollection it had been turned down.

Mayor Eberhardt was not sure if they had officially told us that or not.  The problem was that last year the Federal Government put into effect a requirement that everyone who fishes be registered on line so there was the conflict with the State on issuing the license free zones when the Federal Government requires registration for everyone who fishes.
Commissioner Dawson asked for clarification that the pier was funded by a Federal Grant.

Commissioner Brown indicated it was through multiple grants.

Commissioner Dawson inquired if the town was paying for the redesign of the pier project.

Commissioner Brown stated that at this point it is still being funded by the grants with the money that we have available but does not know if is going to be enough to finish it or not.  

Mayor Eberhardt commented that since the recent redesign change was just completed Friday we have not gotten a price from the contractor yet.  Mayor Eberhardt commented that the project was funded through both Federal Transportation funds and State Waterway Improvement Funds.

Commissioner Dawson inquired if we know how much of that funding is left.

Ms. Breder commented that we do but she does not have that amount available with her tonight, the engineering cost at this point are not being funded by any other agency other then the town but the construction costs and the construction inspection costs are being funded through the two funding agencies.
Commissioner Dawson asked if we have the engineering cost that the town has paid.

Ms. Breder commented that we do but she does not have it with her tonight but will share that with him.

TOWN ADMINISTRATOR’S REPORT-Denise Breder

Ms. Breder reported that she attended a couple of meetings and had several email and phone correspondence regarding the bridge walk event.  She attended a pier project construction progress meeting in May along with Commissioner Brown.  She met with MES regarding the contract between the Town and MES for supervision at the Wastewater Treatment Plant and the transition from an MES Superintendent to a Town Superintendent.  The Town received notification from MDE of a $3,921 penalty for nitrogen ammonia violations that occurred at the Wastewater Plant which stems from being a new plant and the reeds dying off at the reed bed causing a backflow of additional levels of nitrogen.  MES provided a written response to MDE on behalf of the Town asking for the penalty to be waived.  She and Sue Ford from Council, Baradel, Kosmerl, and Nolan will be meeting with the EPA and JLW on July 13 at the EPA’s Philadelphia office to discuss the invoice the EPA submitted for the cleanup of the PCB spill.  The contractor did not respond to the request for payment so we are meeting with them at the EPA’s office to discuss this.  Ms. Breder prepared a couple of status reports for the Mayor and Commissioner’s throughout the month and met with Dianna Battaglia for review of zoning certificates, and worked on various personnel issues.  She also reviewed and approved purchase orders and invoices for some projects she is working on directly with the town and updated the town’s Google calendar and facebook page with various meetings.  On May 10th she met with a representative from Envista who is interested in submitting a proposal to the VA and they had some questions about the Town’s association with the project.  On May 12th she had a staff meeting, on May 13 she and Commissioner Linkey had a long overdue tour of the town.  On May 17 she and the Mayor met with Himbert Sinopoli of Hollywood Casino, who has been transferred to a new location, to be introduced to the new General Manager who is Bill Hayles.  On the 17th of May she prepared for and attended the Mayor and Commissioners Work Session.  She attended the Perryville Greenway Meeting on the 26th of May and met with representatives to discuss the potential development at the Susquehanna Overlook property.  

There was discussion regarding the Charter and the Town Attorney stated that he was still looking at what has been done so far and was about a third of the way through and hopes to be done by the end of the week or so.  Once he looks through it he will work with Denise and the appropriate personnel to go over his analysis of what has been done so far with the Charter.  
TREASURER’S REPORT-Rachel Deaner
Bank Balances

Ms. Deaner reported on the bank balances for the month of May.  In the PNC account the total bank balance is $790,898.47.  In the MD Local Government Investment Pool the amount is $5,968,035.16.  At NBRS the amount is $865,593.68.  The grand total is $7,624,527.31.

· FYI – The reverse auction for electricity took place on May 6th, and the winning supplier was Hess.  Our new rate beginning July 1st will be $0.0655/kwh instead of our current rate with Direct Energy of $0.07653/kwh. A signed blanket purchase order was sent to Hess on May 10th to secure this rate for 36 months.

Ms. Deaner stated that Bill Adkins, from the VA, was going to be meeting with her this Friday to discuss the debt services.
POLICE REPORT- Chief Wernz

On May 5th and May 6th Chief Wernz attended the Law Enforcement Executive Development School re-trainer.  On Monday May 9 he attended the Cecil Partnership Board meeting and a Family Violence Council meeting.  On May12 he attended the Town Staff meeting and on the 13th a Tobacco Task Force meeting.  On the 14th of May he attended and worked the Perryville Spring Fling and on the 18th of May he attended the Homeland Emergency Response Committee meeting and the Chief’s Communication meeting.  On Tuesday May 24 he attended the Bridge Walk meeting and on the 26th the Cecil Partnership Board meeting.  

Chief Wernz reported that the Mobile Data Computers are on-line, and DES got a grant for some additional mobile data computers and Perryville is to receive 3 and are waiting for the mounts which are on back order.  The Emergency Response Plan draft was completed and presented to the staff to be discussed at the next Staff meeting.  We received the new police vehicle which has been striped and the emergency lighting is to be installed once the mount is received within the next week or so.  Planning has begun for the Triathlon.  He is also addressing policy to comply with Senate bill 14 recently passed regarding race based traffic stops and the public safety article amendment dealing with a uniform identity fraud report.  
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Commissioner Dawson inquired if he has a count on the number of calls responded to from the Casino.

Chief Wernz reported that there were 16 calls responded to with 7 arrests in May.
Outreach Report:

Malik Perry reported on the meeting and activities of the Outreach Program for the month of May.  The overall attendance for the month was 281 with 14 individual appointments and 5 parent appointments.  There was 1 new police/parent referral and 7 Life Skill classes, with an attendance of 30 per class, and 6 new members.  On May 3rd, May 12, May 24, and May 31 there were Life Skill/Community Service classes. On May 4th, the 11th, and the 25th there were Girls with Confidence classes.  On May 5th was the Cecil Partnership banquet and on the 10th there was substance abuse training and some members attended the Blue Rocks game.  On the 14th was the Spring Fling and the 15th was the Ruff Life Rescue Adoption Day.  The 17th was the Cecil’s Open House and the 18th was Adopt-a-Highway Day.  On the 22nd of May some members attended the trip to Baltimore Aquarium/Seadog.  On the 26th of May was the Community Garden presentation.  
Annoucements:


Malik elaborated on the previously mentioned trips taken for the month.  The Outreach Program has also been getting more involved with the community garden that is being created next to the police department.  Selena Garber, the creator of the community 
garden, came to the Outreach Program to do a presentation on the importance of growing your own food.   The members that attended had a good amount of questions for Selena and are excited to participate in the process and protect the garden from any vandalizing.  

The Outreach Program’s 5th annual Chief’s Challenge has been postponed until Saturday, June 18th due to inclement weather.  The event is scheduled to start at 10 a.m. and last until around 3 p.m., including a basketball and skate tournament.  Anyone from the town is welcomed to attend.  They plan on having a cookout next Friday, June 10th to celebrate our Anti-Smoking Campaign.  The Outreach members submitted their anti-smoking designs all of last week and the winner that we chose was Seth Barrow’s design that says “Put it out before it puts you out!  They are excited to have t-shirts made displaying Seth’s hard work and great message!  They wanted to congratulate Stephanie Crawford for getting her first job at Subway.  


Malik reported that their team came out 31st in the world for the Destination Imagination Team Challenge, the competition that a group of students chosen from Perryville Middle and High School participated in. 

Chief Wernz reported that they plan on having a wine testing fundraiser for the Outreach Program at the Dove Valley Vineyard  in Rising Sun on July 21st from 6-9 p.m. which is $30 per person and $50 a couple and you must be 21 years or older.  It will include 6 wine tastings and a buffet style dinner with a silent auction and door prizes and a cash bar for any additional wine or soda, no beer or liquor will be served.


Commissioner Dawson inquired if the fundraisers are what pay for the trips and if that was the only fundraiser.


Chief Wernz commented that it is the only one at this time, between fundraisers and the grant funding is what pays for the trips, depending on which grant it is only certain ones allocate funding for that.  

FROM THE FLOOR


Deena Reiber, from 103 Rustic Court, representing the Frenchtown Crossing Homeowner’s Association, had some questions in light of some recent vandalism experienced in their development in the early a.m. hours of the morning.  She inquired if the curfew for kids is actively enforced.  

Chief Wernz responded that it was enforced, the first time is a warning and the second offense the parent is cited.  He reported that in the first incident they agreed to restitution and they have a suspect in the second incident.

Ms. Reiber inquired about the speed limit signs which were put up with the incorrect speed on them of 30 mph, she inquired about whose responsibility it is since the infrastructure is not turned over to the town yet.  


Ms. Breder commented that one of the items that have held things up has been the stormwater outfall and the maintenance of that.  She believes that once that issue is resolved the rest of the public infrastructure will be able to be turned over to the town.  

Ms. Reiber believes they found where that is located and that it looks terrible.  She inquired if the town was going to do something with that.  


Ms. Breder commented that when the developer was allowed to use that stormwater outfall for that development they were required to provide perpetual maintenance of that outfall.


Ms. Reiber inquired if the developer is responsible for the maintenance or the HOA.


Ms. Breder and the Town Attorney both believed that their understanding is that the HOA is responsible for the maintenance. 
Fred Sussman, the Town Attorney, wants to see documentation that proves that the responsibility has been conveyed to the HOA by the developer as was the original understanding when the town allowed the developer to use the town property as the outfall for your community.  This is the last major issue that he has from a legal prospective before the appropriate deeds and dedication agreements can be executed.

 
Ms. Breder commented that the public infrastructure will not be turned over until they see that there is an agreement for the stormwater outfall to be perpetually maintained between the developer and the HOA.  

Commissioner Linkey inquired how many stop signs were there to make sure that they we have them.


Ms. Reiber believes there are possibly 3 stop signs and believes that the speed limit was supposed to be 15 mph.  


Lauren Brown, who resides at 417 Aiken Avenue, stated that the motorcycles that are going up and down Aiken Avenue and are extremely loud, he also commented that the Fire Engines are extremely loud as well.  He also inquired when the property tax bills come out which he was given an answer of July 1st being when they start mailing them from the County.


Commissioner Fox inquired what the law is for the exhaust on motorcycles because he hears them as well from his house.


Chief Wernz commented that they have to have an exhaust not a straight pipe just like a car, but to be able to enforce it for the court system you must have the noise meters and there are only 3 troopers in the State of Maryland that have those meters, Trooper McGuirk is one of them.  If the board permits he could give him a call and ask him to do some monitoring for us but we do not have that equipment.  He inquired if there were certain days or time it was occurring.

Mr. Brown replied that it was usually weekends and late afternoons.


Mayor Eberhardt commented that we will try to get Trooper McGuirk to do that for us.
NEW BUSINESS- 
Health Insurance


Cathy McCardell summarized the three Health Care options that were given to the board for review at the previous Work Session.  The 1st proposed plan is self funded through LGIT with the deductible amounts being $2,000.00/$4,000.00.  The budget amount would need to be $175,999.98.  The town’s portion would be $138,661.31.  Budgeting purposes would require you to budget the complete deductible amount of $68,000.00.  The 2nd proposed plan is an HMO with $2,000.00/$4,000.00 deductible.  The budget amount would need to be $163,951.94.  Budgeting purposes would require you to budget the complete deductible amount of $68,000.00.  The 3rd proposed plan is a PPO deductible amount is $1,500.00/$3,000.00.  The budgeted amount would need to be $151,786.06.  Budgeting purposes would require you to budget the complete deductible amount of $51,000.00.  Staff recommendation is for the Town to go with option 3 with the lower deductible.  

Commissioner Linkey inquired what impact this would have on what the employee pays.

Ms. McCardell commented that in looking at the single rate for that plan it was only an increase to the employee of $6.00 each month.  


Commissioner Linkey inquired what increase impact the HMO plan would have on the employee.


Ms. McCardell stated that it would be a little more then the PPO.
MOTION was made by Commissioner Linkey and seconded by Commissioner Dawson to approve the Coventry PPO Health Care Plan for the Town’s Health Insurance.  All in Favor: Motion Carried.
Resolution 2011-16-Budget Amendments


Ms. Deaner stated that the Resolution included two options before considering, which included the vendor with the higher bid amount for repairing the sluice gates recommended by the Water Plant staff, which is budget amendment 11-41 or the lower bid amount by a different vendor which is budget amendment 11-42.  


Ms. Breder added the Alan Amos, the Water Superintendent, did submit his justification for choosing the higher bid.

There was discussion by staff and the board regarding the two options and concern brought up on the difference in the bid amounts. 

It was determined after discussion to get more information regarding the bids before making a decision on either of the options included in the budget amendment.  It was suggested to remove both options from the budget amendment and vote on it without them and discuss the options with more detail provided at the next work session. 


Commissioner Dawson inquired about the legal fees and if it includes a retainer fee.


Ms. Breder commented that it does not it is for legal services rendered and there have been a lot of things that our lawyer has been working on this past month such as the Charter review, County negotiations, the PCB spill, the Sheriff Department Memorandum of Understanding and the Employee Handbook, along with other things.
MOTION was made by Commissioner Linkey and seconded by Commissioner Brown to approve Budget Amendment Resolution 2011-16 removing amendment #11-41 & 11-42.  All in Favor: Motion Carried.

Corporate Banking Resolution 2011-17
MOTION was made by Commissioner Linkey and seconded by Commissioner Fox to approve Corporate Banking Resolution 2011-17.  All in Favor: Motion Carried.

Resolution 2011-18

Mayor Eberhardt stated that this Resolution is for providing Wastewater services for the proposed housing development at Perry Point.  He does not think that we are ready for this yet since no formal request has been made, we need more information on the future requirements for the existing VA facilities and their plans to reduce the I & I. 
Mayor Eberhardt recommended tabling Resolution 2011-18, the board agreed.
Early Park Closing July 3


Mayor Eberhardt brought up a request to have the park closed at 5 p.m. on July 3 before the fireworks start due to low visibility for viewing them from the park and the Police Department having issues with getting people out safely after dark.
MOTION was made by Commissioner Brown and seconded by Commissioner Linkey to close the park at 5 p.m. on July 3.  All in Favor: Motion Carried.

Event Request-Duathlon


Mark Downes, promoter of the Duathlon, presented his request to do a Youth Duathlon event at the Perryville Park to raise funds for the Leukemia and Lymphoma Society (L & LS) on July 24.  He addressed concerns brought up at the Work Session regarding the distribution of the proceeds received.  The entry fee that is charged will pay for items such as shirts, medals, liability, the race timing, and any other unforeseen expense.  He will not be paid for the event and any money paid will be donated to the L & LS.  The main source of funding will be from sponsors whose checks will be made out directly to the Leukemia and Lymphoma Society.  The members of the Search and Rescue team from the VA have volunteered their services for the event and are looking into providing an ambulance for the event.  They just asked that a check be made out to the Leukemia and Lymphoma Society on behalf of the VA Search and Rescue Team.  The race management team suggested that since this is a new event and if the kid participation looks to be low, they may want to add an adult 5K race.



Fred Sussman, the Town Attorney, brought up some concerns regarding the insurance coverage and liability issues that could affect the town and the possibility of 
asking for a disclaimer to be added to promotional items which would eliminate the town’s affiliation or sponsorship of the event.

After further discussion it was determined to have the Town Attorney look at the agreement that we have done with other organizations and craft an agreement more suitable to the event that this group is looking to have.


Commissioner Brown stated that Mr. Downes has also expressed interest in doing this event multiple years so the hope is to have this agreement in place.

There was discussion on updating some of the forms for events that the Town has in place.

Mr. Sussman prepared a motion in the event they wanted to use it.

MOTION was made by Commissioner Brown and seconded by Commissioner Fox to have the application of the Leukemia & Lymphoma Society, by Mark Downes, to use the Perryville Community Park on Sunday, July 24, 2011, from 6:00 a.m. until 11:00 a.m. for an event known as the Perryville Duathlon be approved subject to the following conditions:  The applicant and event promoter enter into an agreement with the Town that addresses, to the reasonable satisfaction of the Town Attorney, issues such as insurance, liability, assumption of risk and indemnification and other matters that the Town Attorney deems appropriate.  Also the applicant and the event promoters include a disclaimer prominently displayed on all event promotional materials and publicity that states “The Perryville Duathlon is not sponsored by or affiliated with the Town of Perryville.”  All in Favor: Motion Carried.
MOTION was made by Commissioner Brown and seconded by Commissioner Fox to waive the fees to use the Perryville Park for this event.  All in Favor: Motion Carried.


A motion was made to adjourn the June Town Meeting to a closed session but not carried through at that time based on a question presented by Commissioner Dawson


Commissioner Dawson asked if the Mayor wanted to discuss what transpired at the meeting that was held last night before the motion to close the meeting was carried.


Mayor Eberhardt stated that we had a meeting with the County Commissioners last night to discuss the distribution of the local impact funds to Perryville from the casino.  Mayor Eberhardt commented that we were agreeable to everything except they had a sunset clause in their proposal only good for 3 years.  It also appeared to him based on comments from some of the County Commissioners that they want to change the 
percentage we get.  We are not agreeable to the sunset clause and are still in a stalemate right now.  

Chief Wernz added an item that he did not report on earlier regarding Perryville Police Officer Kara Zagol, with our K-9 unit, being in a departmental accident at about 12:30 a.m. on Sunday morning responding to assist the Port Deposit Police Department, she and the dog are both fine. 

MOTION was made by Commissioner Linkey and seconded by Commissioner Fox to adjourn the June 7, 2011Town Meeting at 8:46 p.m. to consider the acquisition of real property for a public purpose and matters directly related thereto and to consult with counsel to obtain legal advice on a legal matter.
