The Town of Perryville Town Meeting was called to order at 7:00 p.m. by Mayor Eberhardt.
Pledge to the Flag

APPROVAL OF THE TOWN MEETING MINUTES  
MOTION was made by Commissioner Fox and seconded by Commissioner Brown to approve the September 6, 2011 Town Meeting minutes.  All in Favor:  Motion Carried.

MAYOR’S REPORT-

Mayor Eberhardt reported that he and Commissioner Linkey set up a table at the Perryville Elementary School PTA meeting on the 7th to introduce them to items involving the Town.  On September 9 we had a presentation here at Town Hall with the Washington Rochambeau Revolutionary Route e-enactors.  On September 11, he and Denise attended the Aberdeen Proving Ground 9/11 ceremony.  On the 13th of September he attended the meeting of the High School Improvement Team which assists with ways to improve curriculum as well as attendance.  On September 15 he met with the other Mayors of Cecil County to discuss the State proposed Plan Maryland which the Town of Perryville had recently sent a letter with comments.  The other Cecil County Municipalities wanted to get together and send joint comments to the State as well.  On the 17th of September he attended the Awards banquet for the Perryville Fire Company who does great work for our community and well deserved honors go out to them.  On September 20th we had our Work Session here.  On the 23rd of September the VA hospital held a public update on the Enhanced Use Lease project and a contractor has since been selected which is HELP USA out of Pennsylvania.  On the 27th of September we had a meeting with the Cecil County Commissioners to discuss the VLT revenue sharing agreement.  The Cecil County Commissioners voted to approve the revenue sharing agreement this morning at their Work Session and this board will have a special meeting after our Work Session on the 18th of October to vote on that revenue sharing agreement.  Mayor Eberhardt noted that we will have our regular From the Floor section of our agenda tonight but will extend it for the residents that are probably here for the Casino sign to comment after they make their presentation.
COMMISSIONER’S REPORTS –

COMMISSIONER BROWN’S REPORT-


Commissioner Brown reported that there will be a Perryville Greenway Meeting here at Town Hall on October 27 at 10 am.  Mr. Ken Baumgardt was here for the WR3 event.  He came to sign copies of the book he wrote, “Legacy of Rodgers Tavern and Other Sights along the Old Post Road from Philadelphia to Washington, DC”.  He has dedicated all proceeds from the sales and copyright to the continued restoration of the Tavern, copies are available now.  The cost is $17.00 which includes sales tax.  I believe you will find the information in this book fascinating.  Commissioner Brown reported that the Mayor had previously mentioned the Washington Rochambeau event that was held here which was well attended.  Commissioner Brown stated that a delicious lunch was donated by the Hollywood Casino for the attendees and because there were leftovers that would not be able to be returned they gave it to the Public Works Department who had been working around the clock during our storm events.  She also attended the Fire Company Banquet and looks forward to that every year because of the opportunity to see the people who volunteer their services.  On September 19 a meeting which was previously scheduled and then had to be cancelled due to rain, was held in the Community Park with members from MDE, DNR, Corps of Engineers, Cecil County, Ms. Skilling and Ms. Breder to discuss the shoreline erosion and permitting, etc.  We also commissioned a study of endangered species to help define the type of repair that would make the least impact and better define the type of permits needed to do the job.  We are awaiting the report on the endangered species study and will then move forward with putting together a plan to address the erosion.  This is considered a “Major” project, but it could be done in phases.  We also have some deadlines to meet with permit approvals.  On September 20 she attended the Mayor and Commissioners Work Session.  Commissioner Brown attended the monthly Board meeting of the YMCA on September 21.  She learned that they may be expanding more programs in this area.  Perryville Outlets has contacted them with a proposal to use some of their vacant space.  If details can be worked out we will have more programs in our area.  It will not affect the programs being offered at the Cifaldo Center.  On September 27 she attended the meeting with our Board and the Board of County Commissioners.
COMMISSIONER DAWSON’S REPORT-


Commissioner Dawson reported that on September 19 the Planning and Zoning Board had a meeting which included two agenda items.  The first agenda item was a mapping mistake for the Richmond Hill Senior Apartments which had this particular complex as an R-1 zoning designation and it obviously is an apartment complex, a map dated 1987 referenced the correct zoning designation of R-3.  The P & Z board voted 5-0 that it was a mapping mistake for the M&C board to look through the next few weeks to 
vote on at a future meeting.  The second item was for us to recommend to the Board of Appeals to allow  Mr. Minus to operate a group home for the Veteran’s which would be a single family house located on Maryland Avenue.  This also passed 4-1 for the Board recommending the Board of Appeals issuing the permit as long as it follows all of the State and Federal regulations.  He has since withdrawn his application so that is a now a dead issue.  Our next meeting will be in this building on October 17.  
COMMISSIONER FOX’S REPORT- 

Commissioner Fox reported that he attended an Autumnfest meeting on the 13th at the American Legion.  The Perryville Chamber is hosting an Autumnfest and parade down by the river this weekend.  He attended the Awards Banquet at the Fire Company on the 17th.   He attended the Enhanced Use Leasing update at the VA on the 23rd.  He also attended the meeting with the rest of the Board and the County Commissioners on the distribution of the Casino money on the 27th.

Wastewater Plant Report-Commissioner Fox

Commissioner Fox reported that the Hurricane on the 6th gave them a bit of a hard time at the plant.  They processed 2.9 million gallons of influent on the 6th, 2.3 million gallons on the 7th and 2.2 million gallons on the 8th.  The MES superintendent remained on site Tuesday evening to Wednesday through the event.  He monitored plant operations and took preventative actions to prevent overflows and loss of biomass and took preventative actions to prevent damage to the plant and operations.  The effluent composite sampler was on during the event.  The plant met the permit effluent requirements to date.  On September 6, Charlie Bowman from MRWA conducted a routine stop.  On September 12, Ed Class, from MDE conducted a site visit to check on the plant after the rain event and routine operation and maintenance at the plant was performed.
Water Plant Report-Commissioner Fox

Commissioner Fox reported that 13.6 million gallons of river water was pumped and 11.4 million gallons of potable drinking water was produced.  The third quarter Susquehanna River Basin Commission report was done.  Repairs to the air compressors are going to be finished this week.  They are working on getting the spare distribution pump back in service.  The Water Tank by the Pilot is back in service.  
COMMISSIONER LINKEY’S REPORT-

Commissioner Linkey reported that she met with Ray Ryan and Aaron Ashford on September 9 to discuss the fire hydrant inspection program and is waiting to set up a 
meeting with the new Fire Company Chief.  On September 17 she attended the Fire Company banquet.  On September 20 she attended the Mayor and Commissioners Work Session. On September 26 she had a phone conference with Chris Feldenzer and Cathy McCardell to discuss the personnel manual. She attended the meeting with the County on September 27 and meets regularly with the Department of Public Works for regular updates.  

Commissioner Linkey reported that the road in the park after the ball fields was made one-way on October 3 which was suggested by Commissioner Brown.  We have contacted Charlie Bowman with MRWA to request assistance with the low water pressure issue on Charles Street.  The DPW building is scheduled for completion by the end of the week.  She announced the newest hire for the Department of Public Works, Jeff Artrip.  He has been married for 10 years with 2 children.  She gave a brief bio on Jeff’s experience and qualifications for the job.  
DPW Report-


Commissioner Linkey wanted to thank DPW for their hard work during the storm events that took place.  A stop sign was installed at Maryland Avenue and Maywood Avenue leading into the Perryville Elementary school making it a 3 way stop, per the request of the school safety officer.  Maintenance was performed on 2 police cars.  Areas of Aiken Avenue extended to the railroad were repaired.  A section of Water Plant Drive was removed and crusher run was installed, a base coat of blacktop will be installed soon.  The entire DPW report is on file at Town Hall if requested.  

Commissioner Brown inquired if there has been any forward progress on the HVAC at Rodgers Tavern; she believes we were waiting on a part.


Ms. Breder commented that they were going to install a pump as a temporary measure so that the newly installed HVAC and Heating system can be used while we wait on the bid for the sewage connection.  There will be heat in the building; a purchase order was issued today.

Charter:

·  Mary Ann Skilling and I are scheduling regular meetings to review Mr. Sussman’s comments and suggestions on the Charter update.  Mary Ann and I met on September 13, 2011; our next meeting is scheduled for October 11, 2011 at 11am.  

Pier Project:

· The contractor, Dissen & Juhn, resumed work on September 20, 2011, but was only able to work for two days.  Dissen & Juhn expects the driller to return on October 10th, but noted that there is always a chance he could be there earlier.

Wastewater:

· Generator Permitting - The Public Service Commission provided Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity (CPCN) Exemptions for the generators at the wastewater plant and the water plant.  Application has been made to Maryland Department of the Environment for approval and registration of the generators.  


Other Meetings:

· September 8 – 20, 2011 Worked with Mayor Eberhardt on the voluntary evacuation notice for the riverfront property owners, visited affected properties, made direct notification to riverfront property owners of Cecil County DES / FEMA site visit, prepared estimated costs and submitted to DES for possible reimbursement from FEMA (if the President declares the high water related to Tropical Storm Lee a disaster).

· September 9, 2011 Assisted with the preparation for the W3R event.  

· September 9, 2011 Attended a Remembrance Ceremony at APG commemorating the events and heroic response to the September 11, 2001 terrorist attacks on the United States.  

· September 14, 2011 Attended a meeting with Mayor Eberhardt, Chief Wernz, and Lt. Miller regarding police and Outreach issues.

· September 15, 2011 Prepared for and attended the Staff Meeting

· September 19, 2011 Attended the shoreline erosion meeting

· September 20, 2011 Prepared for and attended the Mayor and Commissioner Work Session.

· September 21, 2011 Met with Rachel Deaner regarding the Audit.

· September 22, 2011 Prepared for and attended the Perryville Greenway Committee Meeting.  The next meeting is scheduled for October 27, 2011 at 10 am in the Town Hall upstairs conference room.

Commissioner Brown noted that Ms. Breder has been working on the MHAA emergency grant for the pier project and has been doing a very good job on it and it should be ready by the deadline.

· 155 purchase orders were processed totaling $249,691.90.

· 73 accounts payable checks were processed totaling $221,059.71.

· Processed cash receipts totaling $753,305.50 which included a Real Estate tax payment totaling $297,805.84, the County Tax Differential payment totaling $129,553.71, the VA 4th quarter sewer payment totaling $77,920.30 and the personal property tax payment from IKEA totaling $119,065.31. 

· 19 personal property tax bills were sent out totaling $7,444.98.

· A Transient Pier reimbursement invoice was sent out totaling $86,023.85. 

· The VA 3rd quarter debt invoice totaling $154,481.67 is being processed for payment and should be received in October.

· On September 15th, attended Department Head staff meeting.

· Continuing to provide outstanding items to the Auditors to complete the FY11 year-end audit.  Preliminary audit scheduled to be sent to the Town for review on or around September 30th.   We are hoping to get some final numbers by the week of the 14th so that we can do our management report for the audit to be submitted on time.
Mayor Eberhardt inquired what frequency our VA debt service invoice was sent out, which Ms. Deaner responded is twice a year.
Police Report- Chief Wernz

Chief Wernz reported that he attended the Cecil Partnership Board meeting on September 12.  On September 13 he attended the State Aid for Police Protection grant training meeting.  On September 14 he attended the Chief’s communication’s meeting.  On September 17, Lieutenant Miller attended the Fire Department Awards Banquet.  On September 18, we attended a fundraiser for Public Service Employees killed in the line of duty.  Current projects being worked on are the Mobile Data computers and training.  The signed contract has been sent from PSSI to the MD State Police for approval and once approved by them we will mirror that contract, which is more of an authorization letter allowing us into the system, then a contract.  The Emergency response plan that was presented to staff a couple of meetings ago was corrected based on a number of comments from staff which will be presented again at our next staff meeting.  The two additional Dodge Chargers received had emergency lighting installed and one of them has had the radio equipment installed and is ready to go out for service, the second one had some mechanical issues and is getting taken back to the dealer.  The on-line State Aid for Police protection application was submitted and yesterday we sent out our hard copies.  On October 29 from 10 a.m. to 2 p.m. the Police Department in conjunction with the Drug Enforcement Administration are giving the public another opportunity to prevent pill abuse by ridding their homes of potentially dangerous expired, unused, and/or unwanted prescription drugs.  We are asking that any medications that they want to get rid of to bring to the Perryville Library.  This is free and anonymous with no questions asked and they will be disposed of properly.  This is the first time this Police Department has participated in this event.  This is a nationwide event and last year in April over 188 tons of prescription drugs that were turned in.

Chief Wernz commented that the 1 robbery was the bank and that police responded within minutes and a broadcast went out and the State Police responded and a deputy on his way to work in Harford County from Cecil County spotted the vehicle and pulled it over and made the arrest within about 15 minutes. 
Community Corner-

Malik, from the Outreach Program, reported on the events and meetings for the month of September that were attended.  He reported that the overall monthly attendance was 285, 9 individual appointments, 2 parent appointments, 1 Police/Parent referral, 5 Life Skill/DSS Healthy Relationship classes with attendance of 22 and 6 new members.   On 5 occasions Community Service was performed, 2 Girls with Confidence classes, pizza night from Ercole’s for taking care of their plants while they were in Italy, and one movie night.  The Community Garden was watered every Monday.  Malik reported on events that will be planned for the month of October.  October 8, the parade is scheduled and the Outreach Program is planning on creating a float for breast cancer awareness which was the idea of one of our members.  October is the kick off for our annual Toys for Tots drive.  Anyone who has volunteered with the Outreach Program in the past knows how much time and work our members commit to this project.  For the next three months the members will be involved in the preparation and distribution of all toys for Perryville and Port Deposit families.  The Outreach Program is the headquarters for Perryville and Port Deposit families to sign up and has been for 3 years now.  The Outreach building will be closed for staff training on October 21st.  October 26 is our annual pumpkin carving contest.  October 28 is our Halloween Scary Movie Night and the Outreach Program will be open until 9 p.m.  We also have a flea market fundraiser scheduled for October 29 where tables will only cost $10 and all proceeds go to the Outreach Program.  The flea market will be located inside the old L.L. Bean store at the Perryville Outlet Center, call Ms. Kate to prepay and register a table.  We are hoping to have a great turn out.  Officer Mark Choate along with members from the Outreach Program will be collecting non-perishable food for homeless veterans.

Chief Wernz announced that he received information from the Governors Office of Crime Control & Prevention that we were approved for a grant in the amount of $60,000.  

Mayor Eberhardt stated that there was to be a donation presentation tonight to the Outreach Program by the owners of All About You Hair Salon, Steve and Denise McGee. They held a fundraiser for the Outreach Program and were going to present that donation tonight but are not here but the Mayor wanted to publicly thank them for their work on that.


The Perryville Fire Company was not present to give their report, but the Mayor wanted to thank them again for their efforts during the storm and their assistance with distributing voluntary evacuation notices out to the residents.  The new Fire Department Chief is Lloyd Beard.

FROM THE FLOOR-

Dale Shires, 514 E. Cedar Point Drive, questioned how ethically appropriate it is for the casino to have provided food for an event that was held by the Town when there is business pending with them.  

Mr. Sussman, the Town’s Attorney, replied that it would be up to the Town’s Ethics Board to determine whether there was a particular violation of the Ethics Ordinance.

OLD BUSINESS-
Ordinance 2011-2


Ms. Breder summarized Ordinance 2011-2 -Water and Sewer Bill Adjustments which was introduced at last month’s Town Meeting which is on the agenda for a vote tonight and will become effective 20 days after adoption and a fair summary will be advertised in the local newspaper of general circulation.  

MOTION was made by Commissioner Linkey and seconded by Commissioner Brown to approve Ordinance 2011-2.  All in Favor:  Motion Carried.

NEW BUSINESS- 

Sarah DiBartolo, who handles project development at Sign Spec, gave a power point presentation for the proposed Hollywood Casino Pylon Sign.  The sign is 175' to the top.  The pole is 144' with the sign cabinet on top at 31' high. The pole is 9' diameter at the base and 42" diameter at the top below the sign cabinet, the letters for the Hollywood Casino are 5'8" tall and is double faced and would have Hollywood Casino Perryville on two sides.  The total depth of the entire sign cabinet is 7'8" wide.  In August they had a company come out and perform a balloon test at the exact location of the proposed pylon sign location.  They rode through Town and I-95 and took photos at 16 strategic locations from where the balloon was visible and superimposed an image of the pylon sign on the 
balloon as it appeared on the photographs.  (Photos are available for review at Town Hall).

Scott Metzer, the Engineering Manager for Sign Spec, provided some information on the illumination of the sign.  Mr. Metzer was provided some data that was provided to them by the Illuminating Engineers Society regarding these kinds of signs.  It is written in candelas (measurement of light) per square meter.   There are several ranges of light that are displayed on this chart ranging form 70 to 1700 candelas per square meter.  The sign that we currently have at the Hollywood Casino was measured and it runs between 90 to 
150 candelas per square meter on that sign and the new sign will be similar to the illumination on the current sign.  

Dwight Thomey, the Attorney for Penn National Gaming, stated that it has always important for them to market to the major traffic flow off of I-95 and more important to them after opening when they realized people were having a hard time finding them off of I-95.  We had looked into other options at your request with the State Highway Administration but they did not pan out.  Mr. Thomey commented that the casino is located down in a hole which is good because it screens it from the residential areas but is also bad because people have a hard time finding it.  The solution was for them to get their logo up high enough where it would be seen from I-95.  The plan is to make the rest of that area a destination for other commercial businesses and the casino will be the anchor that draws people in.  He feels that his clients have done the best job that they can do and disrupt the Town as little as possible and hopes that the board will give this favorable consideration.  
FROM THE FLOOR-


Dale Shires, 514 E. Cedar Point Drive, lives in the community where some of the shots were taken from very close to his front yard.  He is requesting that any over height signs at the casino or any other businesses throughout Town that may request one in the future and would be visible from any residential community in Town not be allowed in the Town of Perryville.   He presented a petition of signatures that he was able to obtain by some of the neighbors in the upper part of his neighborhood who are against the sign but was not able to get to the bottom part of his neighborhood.  He commented that there is enough noise and pollution from I-95 that we do not need any additional environmental clutter with an economy that continues to slide.  He has not seen a revival of the outlets or any other establishments in Town and it appears that the casino is doing just fine in looking at their numbers, they do not need more signs.  He said the board needs to protect the people in community they were elected to serve, including their property values and pleasant site lines that are enjoyed right now and the overall personality of the community.  

Chris Whiteford, 759 Concord Point Drive, appreciates what the other person has to say, however, he said he thinks that anything that will help to generate more revenue to take some of the tax burden off of homeowners would benefit the Town and its residents.  He stated that he believes that [the casino operator] should be allowed to put the sign up.


Diane Williams, 404 Piney Point Drive, commented that one of the things that drew her to this area was being able to look out her window from the top floor of her home and enjoy the view of the Susquehanna and the serenity of it.  She already sees the flicker of the light from the tower which is enough in itself and feels that this new casino 

sign would definitely impact the lighting in her house at night when she is trying to sleep.  She indicated that if there was additional time she would assist with going to the rest of the neighbors to get signatures on the petition.

Mayor Eberhardt asked if the board has a motion for the issue of the pylon sign.

MOTION was made by Commissioner Dawson to grant Penn National Gaming approval for one pylon sign as described here and being discussed tonight. In addition to that he would like to add one further thing that Penn National is responsible for the removal of that sign if and when they cease operation in our Town and give them six months to do so.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Brown (discussion ensued)

Commissioner Dawson wanted to explain why he supports the sign.  When he first put his support behind the sign he thought it was the missing piece for the casino to continue to grow and prosper and create jobs.  He has changed his perspective in these last several months of dealing with this issue that this sign is needed just for the casino to stay relevant given proximity to other casino’s and the fierce competition in that business. It is now becoming an issue of not being for them to grow and prosper but for them to stay even with the current profits that they are getting.  He believes that at this point the Town will benefit in the amount of 1.5 million dollars from the casinos first year of business.  He stated that a lot can be done with the funding whether it’s funding our Police or Fire Departments or Parks and Recreation or for infrastructure and for keeping the 350 jobs that they employ from Cecil County and the surrounding areas.  He encouraged the Mayor and fellow Commissioners to support the motion.

Commissioner Linkey agrees with the fact that the casino will generate more revenue but does not think that it will be worth what the Town and the citizens will have to deal with in regards to the proposed sign.

Original Motion back on the floor.

MOTION was made by Commissioner Dawson which was seconded by Commissioner Brown to grant Penn National Gaming approval for one pylon sign as described here and being discussed tonight. In addition to that he would like to add one further thing that Penn National is responsible for the removal of that sign if and when they cease operation in our Town and give them six months to do so. 3 in favor, 2 opposed (Linkey, Fox); Motion Carried).

31 River Road-Abatement Request

Ms. Breder commented that a couple of months ago the people that are leasing the property at 31 River Road sent in a request for an abatement on their water and sewer bill 
in the amount of $8,640.75 due to a major water leak at that address prior to them leasing the property.  They attended a couple of Work Sessions to answer any questions and it is back before you to see if you would grant the abatement request or not. 


Commissioner Linkey believes that it was clarified that the person requesting the abatement is not the one that is responsible for the bill, which Ms. Breder confirmed that was stated at the last Work Session.

Mayor Eberhardt inquired if the bill has been submitted to the proper person to which Ms. Breder responded that it had.  He also inquired if they had asked for an abatement to which Ms. Breder commented that she has not received anything at this point.  

MOTION was made by Commissioner Fox and seconded by Commissioner Linkey to deny the abatement request for 31 River Road. (Discussion ensued.)

Ms. Breder noted that the property owner had asked the business leasing the property to put in the abatement request even though the bill does not belong to them.  At this time the property owner has not put in their own request for an abatement.

Commissioner Dawson questioned the necessity for changing the date of the meeting for the board members to attend a conference which he had previously inquired if it was something that was even necessary to attend.
