Pledge to the Flag

The Town Meeting was called to order at 7:00 pm by Mayor Eberhardt.
APPROVAL OF THE TOWN MEETING MINUTES 

MOTION was made by Commissioner Brown and seconded by Commissioner Hansen to approve the December 2, 2008 Town Meeting Minutes. All in favor; motion carried.
MAYOR’S REPORT


Mayor Eberhardt reported that he attended a BRAC subcommittee meeting with the Lieutenant Governor since he was asked to represent the Municipalities in Cecil County.  Mayor Eberhardt commented that there were some things that were part of the original BRAC transportation plan that at least one has gone by the wayside because of the state of the State; they are concentrating on a five mile radius.  There was some discussion on the proposed plans by the incoming President for a stimulus package and they are looking for shovel ready projects that may fit that stimulus package.  Mayor Eberhardt thanked those who helped out and attended the Tree Lighting Ceremony.  Mayor Eberhardt attended a meeting with the Maryland Transit Authority on the 30th to discuss them putting security cameras on the Hatem Bridge and the best locations to put one.  Commissioner Brown was able to get a free camera for us to use as well since they determined that the boat launch area would be the best location for a security camera to monitor the bridge and positioned so that it could be used to monitor the boat launch area and the restrooms as well and will be monitored by the Hatem Bridge Police.  Mayor Eberhardt indicated that this probably would not happen until the bridge project gets finished but they are just getting things lined up now.  Mayor Eberhardt commented that we will be seeing a MOU pretty soon that will allow them to put another pole right by the boat launch.  Mayor Eberhardt announced that there was an error in the newspaper that stated we would be picking up Christmas Trees and trash on Saturday the tenth of January (but they will only be picking up Christmas Trees.)  Mayor Eberhardt commented that they are going to start working on the oral history project with the assistance from the Perryville High School students.  Mayor Eberhardt announced that we are currently seeking volunteers to serve on the Election Board and the Planning and Zoning Board. Both positions are posted on the web site and you are asked to submit a letter of interest 
to the Town of Perryville if you are a resident.  Mayor Eberhardt commented that the board has before them a Local Impact Sharing Agreement that memorializes the revenue splits with the County if the lottery terminals come to Town that we have agreed to; this agreement would need to be signed by the President of the County Board and himself.  Mayor Eberhardt is looking for the board’s approval of that document and authorization if there are any changes that are not material that he could proceed with working them out.  
MOTION was made by Commissioner Brown and seconded by Commissioner Fox to approve the document that we are all aware of and allow you to further negotiate if there are any minor changes. All in favor; motion carried.
COMMISSIONER’S REPORTS –

COMMISSIONER TENNIS’ REPORT-
Public Works Report-

Commissioner Tennis reported that the Public Works Department decorated the Town Christmas Tree for the Tree Lighting Ceremony.  They repaired a 6 inch water main valve on Roundhouse Drive.  They installed a new altitude valve pilot at the existing I-95 water tower in order to eliminate overflow issues.  They also drained the Cedar Corner water tank in preparation for the demolition of the tank.  They repaired a leaking curb stop valve at 603 Richmond Street.  They also removed the community boat ramp for the winter season.

Commissioner Tennis attended the Friends of Garrett Island meeting on December 8th and they are meeting on the 2nd Monday of each month at Town Hall, this month’s meeting will be on January 12 at 7 p.m.  On December 18 he attended a Planning and Zoning meeting that was held here in reference to the slots issue.  
COMMISSIONER FOX’S REPORT-

Commissioner Fox reported that on the 27th Mayor Eberhardt and he walked an old rail bed from the Roundhouse Drive/Frenchtown Road underpass to the Water Treatment Plant to investigate whether it was suitable to use as an emergency exit and entrance for the workers at the Water Treatment Plant in case of emergency.  It was determined that with a few exceptions it could probably be used for an ambulance but would need some major work to get a Fire truck through. We might be able to get close 
enough to run hoses to fight a fire.  We are looking to get information on the right of ways to get the approval to use as an emergency exit and entrance.  On the 30th Commissioner Fox attended the monthly progress meeting of the Wastewater Plant with 
MES, URS, and Wickersham construction in attendance and he toured the plant with Mr. Fasnacht to observe the progress.  In the afternoon he attended the monthly progress meeting for the Water Treatment Plant with URS, JLW and we reviewed progress of the completed work.  We had some difficulties with the new distribution pumps over the holidays.  They are supposed to come on and off automatically, and for some reason they stopped doing this so we had to control them manually and electricians are looking into the problem.  There are still some problems with high pressure on I-95 tank and URS is looking into the problem.  Paving is being done and one of the flocculation tanks is leaking.  The second half bi-annual report is done and we produced 69,413,000 gallons of finished drinking water to the Town of Perryville’s businesses and residents for December.  At the Wastewater Plant the discharge parameters continued to meet levels lower than the permit requires.  We continued to operate one primary tank with the other on stand-by mode.  We reduced chlorine and sulfer dioxide chemical feed rates.  On December 11 we had a compost ops inspection from Ed Class of the Maryland Department of the Environment.  The staff made repairs to the sludge press which is back in service.  Seventy two loads of compost were hauled to the Cecil County Landfill.  From December 10th to 11th  three inches of rain fell and the sewage flow was recorded as 2.2 m.g.d. on the 11th and 1.1 m.g.d. on the 12th.  Commissioner Fox also attended the Christmas Tree Lighting Ceremony.

Mayor Eberhardt inquired how much water was produced in December.


Commissioner Fox reported that it was 69,413,000.


Ms. Breder commented that this figure is not for the month it is a bi-annual report.

Mayor Eberhardt asked if the flocculation tank that is leaking is the one that we had a problem with and they were going to make repairs while in place.


Commissioner Fox commented that it could be; he just got this report and had not talked to Larry in person yet.


Commissioner Brown inquired if the trouble with the road that he walked with the Mayor to the Water Treatment Plant had anything to do with shoreline erosion.


Commissioner Fox stated that is was not it is high and dry, the stream that runs down St. Marks Road crosses under the tracks and there is a culvert and a concrete thing and the road banks off very steeply through there.

Commissioner Brown was inquiring because they are investigating all kinds of shoreline erosion.  

Water Treatment Plant Progress Report-


Commissioner Fox reported on the Summary of Activities from November 21 to December 21, 2008 for the Water Treatment Plant.  There are 38 days to substantial completion and 8 days until final completion.  Work completed since the previous report was control panel wiring and connection in the Filter Building for membrane startup.  They finished installation of the Zenon Filter Membrane Cartridges.  The startup of multiple equipment including raw water flow meter and distribution flow meter was performed.  They finished the physical membrane system inspection for startup by Zenon.  Continuation of the input/output control testing by Zenon is being done.  The application of asphalt base coat for the entire site excluding the Distribution Pump Building area as future excavation in this area is necessary.  Application of asphalt top coat for portions of the site north of the Distribution Pump Building was done.  Relocated flocculation mixer to provide necessary clearance with piping in the flocculation tank.  The fabrication and installation of stainless steel plates into existing filter tanks to cover existing filter tanks to cover existing holes minimize chemical demand during membrane cleaning cycles.  Progress meeting No.19 was held on December 30, 2008 at the project site.  URS has reviewed the request from JLW Associates and recommended payment for payment request #20 in the amount of $47,438.57. 
MOTION was made by Commissioner Fox and seconded by Commissioner Hansen to approve partial payment request number 20 for $47,438.57 to JLW at the Water Treatment Plant. All in favor; motion carried.
Wastewater Plant Progress Report


Commissioner Fox reported on the Summary of Activities from November 22, 2008 to December 21, 2008 for the Wastewater Plant.  There are 365 days to substantial completion and 395 days until substantial completion which would be January 21, 2010.  

The work completed since the last report was the foundation slab at the Influent Screen Building was constructed.  The access hatch and reinforcement steel placement were completed at the Influent Pump Building.  The geotextile fabric and CR-6 stone replacement were completed for subgrade stabilization within the undercut areas of the Reed Bed Site.  90% of the reed bed embankment was completed.  Installation of 4” Ductile Iron Pipe vents on the embankments was also completed.  Directional drills for the sludge line, reed bed filtrate return line and electrical conduits were completed beneath wetland areas.  The 4’ reed bed filtrate return line was tapped into the existing 12”PVC pipe that carries raw sewage from the Veteran’s Administration Hospital to the treatment plant. Approximately 50% of the electrical conduits were installed at the Reed 
Bed site.  Construction material shop drawings were submitted by the Contractor and reviewed by URS.  Progress meeting #6 was held on December 30, 2008.

Mayor Eberhardt inquired if the 4” reed bed filter line that was run was the one that was run right along the bridge.


Commissioner Fox commented that it was not it was taking power to the reed bed.  Commissioner Fox assumes that it is for lights and security cameras.

MOTION was made by Commissioner Fox and seconded by Commissioner Brown to approve partial payment request number 5 for $294,195.00 to Wickersham Construction at the Wastewater Treatment Plant. All in favor; motion carried.

Commissioner Brown commented that you mentioned that the electrical lines that they were running were for lights and security cameras.

Commissioner Fox commented that he assumed that is what is for because there is not a whole lot of other stuff going on.


Commissioner Brown indicated that she is considering security cameras for the park and she was told that security cameras were not going to be part of this plan for construction she asked for clarification.

Commissioner Fox commented that it was discussed at the meeting and it is not part of the construction plans right now, although it is powered for out there.


Commissioner Brown commented that she would like to know if at some point they decide to do that so that they could tie her cameras into the cameras there to be able to monitor both areas.

COMMISSIONER HANSEN’S REPORT-



Commissioner Hansen reported that he attended the meeting for the Friends of Garrett Island and he volunteered his pontoon boat to take people that are part of the group from the Eastern Shore to get to Garrett Island and back when needed.

Motion was made by Mr. Fortner and seconded by Ms. Hansen to recommend to the Mayor and Commissioners to approve the General Development Plan as noted as Major Preliminary Site Plan for the Mixed Use Development Zoning with the conditions that the Supplemental Recommendations of Ms. Skilling dated 12/15/08 and recommendations from URS dated 11/14/08 be addressed as part of the rezoning opinion.  All in Favor.  Motion Passed.

New Business:

File No. SP2008-04 – Perryville Yacht Club Phase II.  PROPERTY OWNER:  DFW, LLC; APPLICANT:  Perryville Yacht Club; LOCATION:  31 River Road, Perryville, MD; Tax Map 801, Parcel 721, Zoned RM, 2.72 acres. 

Motion made by Ms. Hansen and seconded by Ms. Thompson to approve the Preliminary Plan with conditions of approval from the Critical Area Commission, comments by Ms. Skilling and URS and approvals are received for storm water management.  4 In Favor, 1 Opposed (Mr. Fortner).  Motion Carried.

DISCUSSION – Ms. Skilling reported some additional comments will be incorporated into the Comprehensive Plan and it will soon be sent out for sixty (60) day review to all the state agencies.  There will still be an opportunity for additional changes to be made later after comments are received from the agencies, and any other changes that may come up during the public hearing process.

Board of Appeals

There was no meeting held in December.

Commissioner Tennis inquired if the Town was doing there own Critical Area now; he thought that each Town was doing their own Critical Area now.

Commissioner Brown indicated that we have to answer to the State and Mary Ann

has the contacts who she is working with.


Mayor Eberhardt commented that we are required to enforce it, they make the ground rules.


Ms. Breder commented that the MD Department of Planning made some changes and removed the Critical Area Circuit Rider Program, which previously Mary Ann at her capacity as a State employee had been doing as our Critical Area Circuit Rider and was preparing those reports for the Town. 

Mayor Eberhardt commented that she has brought along some of the things that she was doing as the Critical Area Circuit Rider that the State no longer does but the enforcement part was always with us.
COMMISSIONER BROWN’S REPORT-

Announcements:

I want to thank everyone who generously donated to the Toys for Tots Campaign and also the Food Drive that was conducted by the Fire Company.

The illegal dumping in the park has slowed down probably because someone was caught.  Please be vigilant and report anyone you see doing this and hopefully we can get it stopped.  The violator that was caught did not live in town.

The boat ramp float was removed a couple of weeks ago and was severely damaged in the process.  The decking was rotten and broke when it was lifted.  We have been advised by DNR not to repair it.  We are in the process of trying to get it replaced for Spring and have a letter of confirmation that DNR will pay to replace it.  Also, the boat ramp expansion has passed final inspection by DNR.   (The Mayor and I met with the Maryland Transportation Authority representatives on December 30.  The discussion was security cameras being located on our boat launch property.  It was agreed verbally to proceed with an MOU.  The Town will benefit from this joint undertaking since we have property on both sides of the bridge.  It will be done in the future as part of the bridge rehab project.)

We continue to pursue grant funding opportunities to address the shoreline erosion in the Community Park.  It will be difficult as new grant funding opportunities are going to be difficult in lieu of today’s economy.

The revetment at the Meck property has been completed and clearing of the property continues.  In the future we will be looking at developing a master plan for this property.  If anyone has any ideas, please let me know.


Commissioner Brown inquired if the final inspection has been done or anything been decided in regards to the clearing of the escrow on the Meck property.


Ms. Breder stated that she had sent out letters to five different Governmental agencies today for a response within 30 days to whether they can release the property or if there are any violations or fines attached to the property from the former property owner.  Once we hear from the various agencies we will schedule to do the walk through.


Commissioner Brown commented that somewhere down the road they are going to develop a Master Plan for development of that piece of property and when that happens she would like some of the towns people to participate to that event because they might have some good ideas that can be incorporated into that Master Plan.  

On December 8, I received a letter from J. Rodney Little, Director of the Maryland Historical Trust informing us that we may proceed with Rehabilitation of Rodgers Tavern as per the plans submitted.  Hopefully we can soon get this project out for bid and started by early Spring.  This has been a long and arduous process that it just beginning.   You cannot believe how happy we were to receive the final letter.  


Mayor Eberhardt commented that his hope is that we can get the other project for the pier out to bid within the next month or two so that we can hopefully get some construction started in the late Spring or Summer for that project.  He commented that he is not sure of what equipment will be needed for both projects but we may need to keep in mind that they both may be going on at the same time.


Commissioner Brown indicated that she believes that the equipment for the Rodgers Tavern rehab and the connector can be staged right on the Tavern parking lot and the outside work may get done before the pier gets put in.


Commissioner Brown also attended the Tree Lighting Ceremony along with various other meetings that she was required to attend.


Commissioner Brown presented an Event Request for the Little League to have a parade beginning at the Middle School and ending at Town Hall on April 18th with a rain date of April the 25th.  Commissioner Brown wants to make sure that they have a permit since this is not a Town owned road.


Chief Daly confirmed that he was going to work on getting that for them, they had already contacted him.

MOTION was made by Commissioner Brown and seconded by Commissioner Hansen to approve the request for the Little League to have a parade on April the 18th or the 25th if rained out and to waive the fees. All in favor; motion carried.

Commissioner Hansen inquired what they were going to do with the old floating pier.

Commissioner Brown commented that they have to do an SAV survey for the Meck property and the RFP just went out for that and we cannot put it in the water if it would create a problem.  Commissioner Brown indicated that she would like to put it in front of the Meck property and tie it to shore.

Mayor Eberhardt inquired for what purpose and if it would be safe for someone to get on.


Commissioner Brown commented that it would have to be redecked where the hinges are in the middle.  Commissioner Brown indicated that we may have to move it but she was waiting until the survey was done to avoid the cost of having to move it if it can be redecked and used.  Commissioner Brown indicated that it may not be until the Fall because they only do the surveys in the Spring and the Fall.
Town Administrator’s Report 

Town of Perryville, MD

· Water Treatment Plant and Distribution System Improvements Projects:

· Issued a purchase order to Cecil Construction for $19,613 for installation of pressure reducing valves to correct problem with high pressure at MDTA that occurred as a result of the new water tank being put online.  Greensburg Environmental, the General Contractor for the water distribution system improvements project (WDSI-05-06), declined to issue a Change Order for this work.  However, we are still able to include it in the financing of the project by treating it as a small purchase procurement.   

· MOSH Town Hall Inspection: The Citation and Notification of Penalty were received on December 16th from the October 7th inspection of Town Hall.  In addition to the repairs, MOSH required that the Town have an asbestos survey conducted on Town Hall due to the age of the building.  The asbestos survey has since been completed and a couple of areas were found to have had asbestos but there was no disturbance so they were not a problem and that report was submitted to MOSH.
· December 9, 2008 Prepared for and attended a staff meeting.  

· December 16, 2008 Prepared for and attended Mayor and Commissioners work session.

· December 18, 2008 Prepared for and attended the special meeting held to discuss the proposed CEMUD zoning code text amendment.  

· Wrote two letters to Mrs. Hancock regarding her concerns related to the TNR program as well as her being banned from the park.  
· Wrote and sent a letter to Mr. Coale Hawkins and Mrs. Vickie Hawkins regarding a contract covering the paving of Elm Street from Harford to Susquehanna in relation to the development known as Hawkins Court.  Mr. Hawkins is to pay for 70% of that paving, while the Town is to cover 30% for pre-existing damage.  Mr. Baynes prepared a contract, which was sent along with the letter.  I am awaiting Mr. Hawkins reply.

· Work on the Emergency Action Plan (EAP) for the Reservoir Road water plant water supply dam is continuing.  The EAP was submitted to MDE, but they have requested some changes to the plan.  Cecil County provided some information regarding elevation and topography of the road and that information has been forwarded to MDE.  

· Ms. Breder commented that Crouse has continued with the monumentation work in Beacon Point and expects to have it completed by 01/16/09, weather permitting.  Crouse reported that the engineer has been working for “at least the last two weeks with two crews most of the time and plans to continue with this pace”.  They reported that had done some additional repair work while they were out there.  They anticipate the Courtyards at Olde Town being done by the end of January.  Crouse has not yet paid or reimbursed the HOA for the electric bills.  They informed her that their AP person was out on sick leave and that when she returns next week they will make sure a check gets cut.  Ms. Breder asked the property manager of the HOA to notify her when the HOA actually receive a check.  Ms. Breder commented that the board had given Crouse a deadline of December had given Crouse an extension on the deadline to complete the work before the Town decides to come after the bonds.  
Mayor Eberhardt inquired if we know for a fact the crews are up there pursuing the work and there are crews out there.
Ms. Breder commented that she had been told in writing by the engineer that the work was being done.

Commissioner Brown suggested that it may be prudent to let them know that with this extension when the deadline is reached we are not going to go any further.

Mayor Eberhardt commented that they have pushed this down the road as much as he would like to see them push it.  Mayor Eberhardt inquired what we are expecting from them if it would be as-built drawings or formal monuments in the ground or something.
Ms. Breder commented that they already submitted as-built drawings and they have been reviewed by URS and she is not exactly sure what the status is; whether they have gotten the final as-builts.
Mayor Eberhardt inquired what the end product of this monumentation is.  Will they take the as-builts and identify where each monument will be located and the elevation etc.?
Ms. Breder is not sure other than the fact that they put pins in the ground and they put concrete monuments.  Ms. Breder commented that they had sent us something showing us where they have intended to put them.  

Mayor Eberhardt commented that we need to give them a date and clarify that at that time the end product is at least a marked up as-built that shows where the monumentation was done.

Commissioner Brown inquired if we gave them latitude to leave some out.


Mayor Eberhardt commented only on individual lots.

Commissioner Brown commented that this is why we should have the drawing that shows us otherwise; we are not going to know whether they did what they told us they were doing.


Ms. Breder indicated that this would be inspected once it is done.


Mayor Eberhardt commented that it may be URS or at a minimum someone from the Department of Public Works walking out there with them to verify that they have been put where they were supposed to be.


Ms. Breder commented that as she stated they had already submitted a plan of where they intended for them to be and they will have to give us any modifications if they made any.


Commissioner Tennis inquired what the timeline is for this.


Ms. Breder commented that they are telling us Beacon Point and Courtyards will be done by the end of January weather permitting.

Mayor Eberhardt suggested that we give them until we meet next month.

MOTION was made by Commissioner Brown and seconded by Commissioner Fox to extend the monumentation until we meet next month. All in favor; motion carried.

Mayor Eberhardt stated that he had a discussion today with URS which he intends to pursue further regarding the General Contractor not taking a contract modification to do that work at the Water Treatment Plant.

Ms. Breder commented that she had discussed it quite a bit with Kevin from URS and commented that they should have accepted the contract modification; they also submitted a request to Kevin for a reduction of the retainage and Kevin refused them.  



Mayor Eberhardt commented that his thought is if there is some kind of contractor evaluation report that they make to the AGA or somebody because he is not happy about this at all.
Treasurer’s Report-Peggy Rice
For the Month of December 2008

Ms. Rice highlighted some parts of her report.  She reported that on December 4, 2008 she transferred $663,342.33 from PNC Water & Sewer improvement account to NBRS Water & Sewer Improvement Money Market account.  On December 12th we received $737,686.15 from IKEA for Personal Property Taxes.  We transferred payment to J.L.W. Associates, Inc. in the amount of $46,195.35 on December 17, 2008 for the Water Treatment Plant.  We transferred payment to Wickersham Construction in the amount of $260,271.00 on December 17, 2008 for the Waste water Treatment Plant.  On December 19, 2008, prepared loan payment disbursement request to MDE, totaling $324,039.35 for the Water Plant Upgrades.

Ms. Rice read the bank balances for December 31, 2008.  PNC General Fund was in the amount of $1,407,094.61.  The Maryland Local Government Investment Pool was $3,572,073.03.  Bank First Health Checking is $2,500 and NBRS now has $733,814.06 for an overall total of $5,715,481.70.  

Mayor Eberhardt thanked her for transferring some of the funds to the various banks in Town to have a closer balance in the accounts.  Mayor Eberhardt commented that he wants to have a thorough mid-year review with the board of finances when the December numbers come in.

Mayor Eberhardt announced that a homicide suspect that was being pursued in this area was apprehended last night with the help from the Perryville Police Department.
NEW BUSINESS-
Resolution 2009-1- Budget Amendment- Ms. Rice

Ms. Rice summarized Resolution 2009-1 which was a budget Resolution for the fiscal year 2009 Budget.  The first one was to increase the Rodgers Tavern contractual amount for a property survey to be done for the Town owned property surrounding Rodgers Tavern.  The second was to increase the contractual amount and decrease salary expenses for Temporary Office Clerks.  The third was to recognize additional income for the Faux Group offset by related expenditures for the Project.  The fourth was to increase the Police budget from regular to overtime for needed coverage.  The fifth was to make adjustments in the Park & Recreation budget in order to purchase an equipment trailer, purchase a Harrow rake, a leaf vac., and backup blower.  The sixth one is to adjust equipment rental for the cost of generator rental up to February 2009.  The last one is to reallocate funds budgeted in Waste Pumping Station to reflect actual expenditures.  
MOTION was made by Commissioner Brown and seconded by Commissioner Hansen to approve Resolution 2009-1 as presented. All in favor; motion carried.
Ordinance 2009-1- Mayor Eberhardt

Mayor Eberhardt read the explanation of the Ordinance which concerns a Zoning Text Amendment for a Commercial Entertainment Mixed Use Development Floating Zone.  This is to add new definitions to the Town of Perryville zoning chapter; providing for a new Commercial Entertainment Mixed Use Development Floating Zone classification; providing the terms, conditions, standards, criteria and procedures for the designation of land in the Town as a Commercial Entertainment Mixed Use Development Floating Zone and for the development of land after it has received such a designation; providing for the permissible uses of land within a Commercial Entertainment Mixed Use Development Floating Zone, including gaming establishments; and generally providing other zoning chapter modifications related to the establishment of a new Commercial Entertainment Mixed Use Development Floating Zone classification.  

Mayor Eberhardt commented that this is the Ordinance that has been developed which could accommodate Video Lottery Terminals into this Commercial Entertainment Mixed Use Development Zone.  This Ordinance after being introduced tonight will be 
deferred to our Planning & Zoning Board for a Public Hearing at the Minker Fire Hall on January 15, 2009 at 6:30 p.m. to make their recommendations to the Mayor and Commissioners.  There will then be a Public Hearing before the Mayor and Commissioners at 6:00 p.m. at the Minker Fire Hall on January 21, 2009.  There will then be a special meeting held at the Town Hall on January 29, 2009 at 6 p.m. in which it will be voted on.
Ordinance 2009-2-Boat Launch Ordinance-Commissioner Brown


Commissioner Brown commented that this was an Ordinance established to try to put together the rules and regulations for the boat launch under one Ordinance.  Commissioner Brown made note of the third paragraph which the word creating needs to be removed which is in front of the word repealing.  Commissioner Brown also wanted to note that the State of Maryland is referenced for the seasonal permits in a previous Ordinance it referenced the Town of Perryville and DNR does not distinguish between State and town residents, the costs have already been established by Resolution and have not changed.  Commissioner Brown also commented that the Out of State seasonal permits would be increased to 25 which was previously 12 and those fees have also not changed.  The daily permits for Out of State residents were restricted to weekdays only Monday through Wednesday (actually Thursday); this will allow them to get a permit for any day of the week since there is more parking available now.  

Mayor Eberhardt inquired if this was just an introduction of the Ordinance and he is not seeing anything about the daily permits for Out-of-State being allowed to be purchased for any day of the week.


Commissioner Brown stated that it is an introduction and she was looking for it as well regarding the Out of State daily permits.  Commissioner Brown asked Keith or Denise to make sure that this gets added.
Ordinance 2009-3-Kayak Launch Ordinance Commissioner Brown


Commissioner Brown explained that this Ordinance was to tighten up the use of the Kayak/Canoe launches.  Commissioner Brown indicated that when we were funded to build the Kayak Launch in the park it is located in an area that has submerged aquatic vegetation.  This was ok because people that would be using that launch would be using paddles not any kind of a motor so it was approved for that.  Commissioner Brown commented that in looking ahead they plan to construct a Kayak Launch at the new property and they already know that they will have an SAV problem there.  Commissioner Brown commented that when that gets put in it will have to be for non-motorized boats.  Commissioner Brown commented that they have observed people 
carrying small boats down our Kayak Launch with motors on them and launching them and it was not intended for that.  Commissioner Brown commented that this Ordinance will cover the existing Kayak Launch and any new one that may be built on Town property and will prevent any motorized crafts from being launched from any of our Kayak Launches.


Mayor Eberhardt commented that in the first whereas it appears to only cover the launch at the park.  



Commissioner Brown commented that if you read down further it reads that “It shall be unlawful to launch any motorized watercraft at any kayak and canoe launch owned by the Town and which part of the Town’s Parks and Recreation system.”
Ordinance 2009-4- Inspection and Review Fee Ordinance


Mayor Eberhardt commented that this Ordinance was established to recover the costs associated with the inspection and review process of a site plan or a subdivision plan to include the Town Staff’s time to submit for reimbursement from the developer as well.


MES Contract-Denise Breder


Ms. Breder commented that about a year and a half ago the Town resumed operating our Water and Wastewater Plant under MES licenses and found as time progressed that at the Wastewater Treatment Plant we needed daily full time on site supervision.  Ms. Breder commented that we had done a budget amendment to incorporate full time MES supervision and have lost some staff that may come back but in the meantime we need to operate the Wastewater Plant and do some other MES budget amendments to cover the staff at the Wastewater Treatment Plant.  Ms. Breder commented that this contract recognizes the previous contract and budget amendments and is bringing it all under one contract.  Ms. Breder commented that the current MES staff that they are using will remain there as Town employees under this current contract. Ms. Breder commented that this is a month to month contract if we chose to back out or go to a third party if we so chose to go that route.  
MOTION was made by Commissioner Fox and seconded by Commissioner Brown to accept the MES Budget Amendment No. 1134. All in favor; motion carried.
MOTION was made by Commissioner Brown and seconded by Commissioner Hansen to adjourn the January 6, 2009 Town Meeting at 8:15p.m to a closed Executive Session. All in favor; motion carried.
