June 2, 2009

The Town Meeting was called to order at 7:00 pm by Mayor Eberhardt.

APPROVAL OF THE TOWN MEETING MINUTES 

MOTION was made by Commissioner Brown and seconded by Commissioner Fox to approve the May 5, 2009 Town Meeting Minutes. 1 Abstain (Commissioner Linkey) Four in favor; motion carried.
MOTION was made by Commissioner Tennis and seconded by Commissioner Brown to approve the April 28, 2009 Cedar Corner Public Hearing Minutes. 1 Abstain (Commissioner Linkey) Four in favor; motion carried.
MOTION was made by Commissioner Fox and seconded by Commissioner Brown to approve the May 14, 2009 Tax Rate Public Hearing Minutes. 1 Abstain (Commissioner Linkey) Four in favor; motion carried.
MOTION was made by Commissioner Tennis and seconded by Commissioner Brown to approve the May 15, 2009 CEMUD Rezoning Public Hearing Minutes. 1 Abstain (Commissioner Linkey) Four in favor; motion carried.
MAYOR’S REPORT-

Mayor Eberhardt assigned the Commissioners to the Departments that they would be overseeing.  Commissioner Tennis was going to be over the Department of Public Works, Commissioner Linkey would be overseeing the Planning & Zoning Department, Commissioner Fox would be overseeing the Water & Wastewater Departments, Commissioner Brown would be overseeing the Parks and Recreation, and Mayor Eberhardt would be overseeing Public Safety.  

MOTION was made by Mayor Eberhardt and seconded by Commissioner Brown to approve the Commissioner Assignments.  All in Favor; motion carried.

Mayor Eberhardt reported that he attended the many Public Hearings that we have had the past couple of months.  He also attended the Cecil Partnerships for Youth & Families Dinner in which one of the interns from the Partnership who grief consoles at the Perryville Outreach Program won an award.  In May Mayor Eberhardt also attended the Spring Fling on the 9th and the Ribbon Cutting Ceremony at the Water Plant on the 26th along with the Outreach Fundraiser on the 27th and the Good Shepard Church family walk & run fundraiser on the 30th.  
COMMISSIONER’S REPORTS –

COMMISSIONER TENNIS’ REPORT-

Commissioner Tennis also attended the various meetings this past month along with the Grist Mill Fundraiser for the Outreach Program.  On the 8th of May Commissioner Brown and he met with the Bay Journal people who wanted to do a story on Garrett Island and the Historic John Smith Trail; he believes the article came out this past weekend.  The Public Works Department picked up bulk trash for those who requested removal.  Three employees attended training class on “Ultraviolet Technology” and three employees attended a training class on “Fundamental Principles of Small Ground Water Systems Operations”.  These classes are to earn credit towards their temporary collection/distribution licenses.  Preparations were made for the Water Plant Ribbon Cutting Ceremony.  The curbs in need of repair on Susquehanna Avenue, between Otsego and Cherry Street, have been repaired in preparation for paving of that area.  Potholes throughout Town were patched and a newly fabricated back plate on a sewerage lift station pump to allow the pump to operate efficiently was installed.  Grass was mowed throughout Town and they also emptied trash cans throughout Town and assisted with set-up and cleanup for the annual Spring Fling.  
COMMISSIONER FOX’S REPORT-

Commissioner Fox reported that he attended the monthly Progress Meeting for the Wastewater Construction Project on the 26th and the project is moving along at a very good pace.  He also attended that Ribbon Cutting Ceremony at the Water Treatment Plant where he thanked everyone especially Lt. Governor Brown and Delegate David Rudolph who attended and spoke during the event.  Commissioner Fox reported that they are down to 4 containers of contaminated waste from the oil spill to be removed from the Water Plant.  On the 27th or 28th it was believed that an A2Z truck hit the key pad to the security gate at the plant and damaged it and the security camera seems to have also been affected; Mike Fessler from URS is working on this issue.  There was a conference call with 
representatives from Zenon to work on some bugs that they are experiencing at the Plant with the new Zenon equipment.  At the Wastewater Plant the discharge parameters continue to meet permit requirements.  They continued to operate one primary tank (#1) & one chlorine contact tank (N side) with the other on standby mode.  On May 6 and 7 we received 1.5” rain (flow 1.81 mgd). The #2 primary tank & S Chlorine tank was put into service.  On May 8 both tanks isolated, drained and placed in stand-by mode.  They decanted 63,000 gallons from digester to headworks.  On the 11th of May they removed blockage from the primary pump suction line that was clogged.  On May 14 Ed Class from MDE performed the monthly compost inspection which was ok.  Sulfer Dioxide and aluminum chloride chemicals were delivered.  Shawn, one of the operators at the plant, has completed the paperwork to take the Wastewater 5 exam in November.  He also signed up to take the CSUS course Wastewater Volume II and the book was delivered May 29.  He also attended the fundraiser event for the Outreach Program and congratulated those involved in it.
COMMISSIONER LINKEY’S REPORT-

Commissioner Linkey thanked the people who voted for her at the Election and hopes to fulfill her obligations to the best of her ability.  She did not attend the Planning & Zoning Meeting in the official status but she did attend it and will report on it.

This proposal was tabled pending additional information is received to include Fire Marshal comments regarding number of persons allowed in unit, further discussion if there is adequate parking provided, engineered drawings for the unit, and resolution of State Highway Administration requirements for a sidewalk.

Commissioner Brown gave an update on the new dock that was installed on April 26 at the boat ramp.  The dock will be under-going some modifications sometime this month.  I am sorry for the inconvenience when it happens, but it must be done.  Hopefully it will be for a short time.  I’ll know more when the final modifications are completed.


The trail connector project that will be the access for the pier should be started next week.  The parking area at the back of the Tavern will be blocked off until the project is done.

The spraying of Ice House Park property has been done and it is already starting to show.  Hopefully, we will be able to do some clearing on that property soon.


You will notice that the hole above the new parking area at the boat ramp is being filled by dirt donated from the new NBRS bank site.  A couple of years ago an Eagle Scout project was to clear the piece of property so that eventually that area could be reclaimed.  Things do come to fruition.


The toilets at the boat ramp still cannot be flushed.  Public Works is trying to work with the manufacturer to systematically work out why we cannot flush.  

The wood duck box project has taken off in the park.  I’ve noticed several of the boxes that have been placed.


An Eagle Scout Project by Brian Alba was completed the second week of May.  His project included pouring four concrete pads, two for picnic tables and two for benches in the Community Park.


We have been notified by the LSHG that Senator Cardin has announced his priority appropriation requests for Maryland.  One of those priorities is $4M to the LSHG to construct heritage trails that connect the riverfront communities of Harford and Cecil Counties.  This is great news to get on the Senator’s radar screen.  We will follow the process and hope for the best.

Mayor Eberhardt inquired if the appropriation request from Senator Cardin was for next years FY budget.

Commissioner Brown replied that it was.

MOTION was made by Commissioner Brown and seconded by Commissioner Tennis to close the Town Meeting to an Executive Session to discuss contract negotiations and personnel issues at the end of the meeting. All in Favor.  Motion carried.

Mayor Eberhardt wanted to also report on the programs at the YMCA.  The first year for the before and after school program for the Perryville Elementary School was a success.  They had 20 students enrolled in the program, and they anticipate a higher enrollment for the 2009-2010 school year.  The adult activities are very popular with high enrollment in a vast majority of the classes.  The last School’s Out Program day was on Friday, April 19th.   For students 5-12 years of age they had an enrollment of 21.  All Spring programs will end by June 15th in preparation of our Summer Day Camp.  Currently they have 20 children enrolled in the camp.
Wastewater Treatment Plant Report-Commissioner Fox


Commissioner Fox gave a summary of activities for the Wastewater Plant for the period of April 22, 2009 until May 21, 2009.  The work completed since the last report was the installation of the metal roof at the Influent Screen Building.  Electrical conduits, control panels and lighting were installed.  Installation of a major electrical component at the Influent Pump Station was completed.  Ceiling installation was also completed.  Interior of the Filter Building was painted.  Electrical wiring and control panels were installed.  Roofing and brick facing were completed.  85% of SBR tank concrete walls were completed.  Exterior of the Sludge Pump Station Building was painted to match the other building.  Lighting panel, power panel, control panel and transformer were installed.  Electrical wiring and new lighting were installed.  Eyewash station was relocated.  Exterior walls were pressure washed to receive painting.  Approximately 700 ft. of 4” Reed Bed return line was successfully tested.  Progress Meeting #11 was held on May 26, 2009. 
MOTION was made by Commissioner Fox and seconded by Commissioner Tennis to approve pay request # 10 in the amount of $886,262.40 to Wickersham Construction. All in Favor.  Motion carried.
Water Distribution System Improvements Pay Request-Commissioner Fox

MOTION was made by Commissioner Fox and seconded by Commissioner Tennis to approve pay request #20 in the amount of $8,800.00 to Greensburg Environmental pending final inspection and approval of the punch list items. All in Favor.  Motion carried.
URS Corp. Construction Phase Engineering Services for Wastewater Treatment Plant Contract Amendment-Commissioner Fox

Commissioner Fox summarized the new scope of items that were added to the Construction Phase Engineering Services for the Wastewater Treatment Plant Contract.  Some of the additional services included the Sludge Digester Tanks, the UV Tank Drain, the back up Chlorination/Dechlorination, and back-up Sludge Management which will cost an additional $12,000 to the contract value.
MOTION was made by Commissioner Fox and seconded by Commissioner Tennis to approve the contract amendment to URS. All in Favor.  Motion carried.
ADMINISTRATOR’S REPORT-Denise Breder
Town Administrator’s Report 

Town of Perryville, MD

June 2, 2009

· MDE had sent the Town a letter giving us until May 24th to administratively close out the WTP-01-06 contract.  I did reply to MDE requesting an extension until early September.  I believe that there are just too many issues related to the closing of this project to attempt to finalize it at this point (i.e.: PCB spill cleanup continues, probability of assessing Liquidated Damages, just getting the contract to a real Final Completion).  06/02/09 Update: I received a reply to my letter from MDE.  They did approve an extension to administratively closing out the water plant upgrades project, but only until July 31, 2009.
· I extend my thanks to the Administrative Dept., the Water Plant Staff, the Public Works Department and the Police Department for all of their efforts to make the Ribbon Cutting a successful event.
· Water other: 
· Larry Frazier is looking into the need for a Vulnerability Assessment at the WTP.  The Vulnerability Assessment could be necessary depending upon the volume of certain chemicals that are stored on-site.  I will let you know what he finds out. 06/02/09 Update: Tom Riley and Larry Frazier have been working on this issue.

· Wastewater other:
The Town is required to prepare a Stormwater Pollution Prevention Plan which has been completed and submitted to MDE.  Every five years the Risk Management Plan (RMP) for the Wastewater Treatment Plant needs to be updated and sent to the Environmental Protection Agency.  Perryville’s RMP update was done in conjunction with the MOSH inspection requirement and has also been submitted to the EPA for their five year update requirement.   
· Pier Project update:


· The construction contract for the pier project needs to be re-bid.   A letter was sent to State Highway Administration (SHA) requesting Approval to re-Advertise (ATA).  That approval was received and the packet of information necessary to get that approval has also been forwarded to SHA.  I expect to hear from SHA with approval on that packet this week.  

 Six (6) companies responded to the RFP for Construction Inspection and Review Services for the pier project ranging in prices from  $87,854.01 to $161,114.05.  The lowest priced proposal did qualify, so, pending verification from SHA that the staff to be provided by Bayland is SHA Certified the contract will be awarded to that company.  
Ms. Breder made note that she had not attached the water and sewer rate study but would make sure that they get this and the public will be hearing more about it in the future.

Ms. Breder also noted that she attended the various meetings that were mentioned earlier.

· Work on the Emergency Action Plan (EAP) for the Reservoir Road water plant water supply dam is continuing.  The EAP was submitted to MDE, but they have requested some changes to the plan.  Cecil County provided some information regarding elevation and topography of the road and that information has been forwarded to MDE.  06/02/09 Update: No update
· Did some follow up work to both last month’s Town meeting and the work session, writing letters etc…
· The Administration vacancy has been advertised the deadline to apply for the job is this Friday, June 5, 2009.

TREASURER’S REPORT-Peggy Rice

For the Month of May, 2009:

· 136 purchase orders were processed totaling $125,719.74.

· 100 accounts payable checks were processed totaling $193,073.50.  

· Processed cash receipts totaling $359,626.82.

· On May 10th, we received $15,683.81 for Real Estate taxes collected during April.  

· Helped and trained new billing clerk to do accounts receivable and payables. 

· Wired $875,963.70 (on May 7th, 2009) to Wickersham Construction for the sewer plant construction.

· Wired $137,714.49 (on May 7th, 2009) to JLW for the water treatment plant construction.

· Met with Town Administrator on May 11 and May 21, 2009 regarding the budget.

· Met with Town Administrator, Department of Public Works Superintendent and Marla Williams from Integrated Asset Mgmt., Inc. regarding purchase of equipment to perform inventory of Town assets. 

· Worked on receiving two more estimates for the inventory system.

· Worked on Fiscal Year 2010 Budget and incorporated all changes to the budget.

· On May 14th, held Constant Yield Tax public hearing, after that, attended a work-session with the Mayor & Commissioners and the Department Heads to work on Fiscal Year 2010 Budget to be voted on this evening.

· On May 21, 2009 attended the Public Hearing on the Fiscal Year 2010 Budget.

· Ran payroll on May 22nd, 2009 due to absence of Administrative Supervisor.

The bank balances as of June 2, 2009 were $873,237.62 for PNC, the Maryland Government Investment Pool was 2,629,167.96, NBRS had a total of $747,743.22 with an overall balance of $4,250,148.80.

Mayor Eberhardt noticed a lot of properties in the paper up for tax sale for unpaid taxes.  Mayor Eberhardt inquired when there are delinquent taxes and the County holds the tax sale if we get our portion at that time or is there more of a time process that they have to go through.  


Ms. McCardell replied that we usually do not get that revenue until December or January, it is not right away.

Chief Daly reported on the Outreach Program, there were 31 individual appointments, 4 parent appointments, 3 Life Skills classes, and 3 grievance support groups

Chief Daly attended the Cecil Partnership for Children and Families Banquet on May 7th.  He attended and worked the Spring Fling on May 9th and also attended the Mayor and Commissioners Work Session for the Budget Hearing on May 14th.  Chief Daly also attended the Ribbon Cutting at the Water Treatment Plant on May 26 and prepared for and attended the Fundraiser for the Outreach Program on May 27.  Chief Daly thanked everyone who assisted with and showed up to support the Perryville Outreach Program Fundraiser at the Grist Mill.
FROM THE FLOOR-


Barbara Stevenson, who resides at Chesapeake Landing and is the President of the Board at Chesapeake Landing, wanted to express some concerns that they are having in their neighborhood.  Ms. Stevenson wanted to understand the responsibilities of the Police Department in reference to their streets that the Town has now taken over.  She commented that she had put a request into the Police Chief for some answers but did not get a response.   Ms. Stevenson stated that there are 135 homes out there and it is a nice place to live but they do have problems with a few disruptive people.  Ms. Stevenson commented that parking is a big problem in their area because only two spaces are assigned to each homeowner and they have the numbers on it.  She stated that the police were called about a month ago by a homeowner, which they always expected the board to do and were told by the Police that they could not assist with anything at Chesapeake Landing unless they were told otherwise by the Police Chief.

Mayor Eberhardt wanted to clarify it as he understands it that the Police have always come out there but the only issue with Chesapeake Landing has been with who owns the roads and who maintains the roads.  He understands that the issue now seems to be with parking.  The roads in Chesapeake Landing were deeded to us and we will maintain those roads, plowing, patching, etc.  The issue is in Chesapeake Landing that alongside the road they are paved parking areas owned by the individual owners, we did not take ownership of private parking spaces.  This is no different than people who have dug a little space on their property to park their vehicle.  The Town does not go around and assign the numbers on these spaces this is not a Town Ordinance.

Mr. Baynes, the Town Attorney, commented that we took over the road right of way, that is what the Town accepted, not people’s private parking spaces.


A resident named Tracy who resides at 34 Chartwell Court believes that Ms. Stevenson is actually referencing the common areas that the Town of Perryville has agreed to assume not the private parking spaces.  


Mayor Eberhardt commented that the Town has not taken ownership of common areas in developments.


The resident indicated that it is actually the right of way, that their development is shaped like an E and as you enter each court area visitors are actually parking along the right-of-way in non-designated areas along both sides.  The resident commented that her concern is that if an emergency vehicle was to try to get to someone, they would not be able to get through because of the right-of-way being blocked by people parking in the 
non-designated spots.  She believes that this is where Ms. Stevenson was trying to go with this, that there should be a designated Fire Lane.  

Mayor Eberhardt commented that this is a different issue then he thought it was, there are definitely areas throughout Town that have been designated as fire lanes.


Ms. Stevenson stated that this is not the point that she was trying to make.  She explained that years ago when Perryville had it, it was curb to curb from the end of the sidewalk on.  It was not until later that we put the white spaces in ourselves then we decided to put the numbers on the parking places.  

Chief Daly was taking measurements today of the road and was going to meet with Ms. Breder within the next couple of days to discuss his findings.


Ms. Stevenson commented that there are some vehicles sitting in the spots that won’t even start, she inquired if that means that they are supposed to just let them sit there.


Chief Daly replied that if the homeowner notifies them about a car that is in their parking space they will run the tag to make sure it is not stolen but it is up to the homeowner to have it towed away because we cannot enforce the parking or towing on private property.


Ms. Stevenson commented that some of these people that have two spots have five people living with them and take anybody’s spot that they can find.


Mr. Baynes commented that he understands it as our position being that the parking spaces are privately owned, but pointed out that even if the Town did own them they would not be able to designate the spaces because they would be publicly owned and anyone could park there so that would not solve their problem.



Mayor Eberhardt inquired how they handle it at Owen’s Landing.


Commissioner Tennis indicated that they do not have designated parking, although they do have tags in their vehicles with their unit number on it and if a car is 
parked in any of the parking spots and does not have the tag the homeowners can have it towed.  

Mayor Eberhardt explained to Ms. Stevenson that it seems to him that the residents who own the parking spots would have the authority to move it as opposed to the Town.

Ms. Stevenson commented that they have tried that but if fearful because her car and her house has been egged all because of a few houses that make things difficult for the whole complex.


Commissioner Tennis inquired if Ms. Stevenson had any other problems with the police response over the years other than the parking issues.


Ms. Stevenson indicated that she does not see them much during the day because she is not there; she asks that they just give her the courtesy of getting back to her.


The resident who resides at 34 Chartwell commented that she does not have the issue of people parking in her parking spaces but her concern is with the parking along areas that would not allow for an emergency vehicle to get through if necessary.

Ms. Stevenson commented that there were designated fire lanes that the Town did use to keep painted it has worn off you just cannot see it now.


Steven Lull, who resides at 32 Chartwell Court, commented that the Fire Marshall’s Office get the Fire Lane designation from the State to be considered legal.  His concern is with people parking on both sides there is not enough space for an emergency vehicle to get through.  Mr. Lull commented that the parking spaces are offset parking spots so there is no designation of limitations per house; therefore his understanding is that those areas cannot be designated as personal property because they are not taking up the full width of the property.  In the documentation the he has read from the Homeowner’s Association his understanding is that the curb to curb covers not just the general right of ways but the areas where we park.  Mr. Lull commented that the HOA painted the lines and designated the numbers on them for our general use if that is an issue he is sure they could paint over them.  

Mayor Eberhardt commented that this would not solve your parking problem.


Mr. Lull commented that this would not solve the parking problem but would solve the issue of what the Town is calling our private property.


Jerry Roope, 331 Elm Street, commented that they need to find out for sure if it is public or private property.  If it is found to be private property it would belong to the HOA as a whole and the spots could be as wide or as narrow as that governing body determines and if it agreed upon then it would become law within the guidelines of the HOA, then you could call to get it towed.  If it turns out that it is public then you may need to get no parking signs to put in the narrow areas.


Mr. Lull is hearing that the Town has put money in the budget for next year to address issues with the roads; he inquired about the condition of the roads now that have potholes which are getting larger with dangerous rocks, etc. and who they can contact to get them at least patched for now.


Commissioner Tennis commented that they are prioritizing things right now and since this is a newly acquired responsibility but it will get taken care of.


Mayor Eberhardt commented that they are voting on the budget tonight and it the Fiscal Year starts July 1.

Brian Williams, 27 Silver King Court, wanted to stress that his comments tonight have nothing to do with the Perryville Volunteer Fire Department or Collette’s Service Center that he works for.  His concerns are with the Perryville Police Department and their hiring qualifications and the confidentiality in the handling of undercover investigations and other departmental issues.
 He feels that this needs to be looked into more carefully.   He also feels that the monthly statistics have gone down in citation issuance etc., in reference to previous years.

Elmer Reynolds inquired about his request for putting a shed in the alley.

Ms. Breder commented that she could not sign for him to put a shed in a right-of-way because legally she cannot do that it has to be 5 ft. within your property lines.



There was more discussion on this topic but Mr. Reynolds has not formally put in a Zoning Certificate request.

OLD BUSINESS-
Woodlands Sanitary Sewer request-Mary Ann Skilling
Ms. Skilling summarized the previous request by Woodlands to utilize an abandoned sanitary sewer line to begin their project.  Ms. Skilling read recommendations that were made by URS as discussed at the May 5 Town Meeting.  The Town should 
consider allowing Town Point Development to utilize the sewer between manhole S-4 and S-1 for the purpose of Woodlands Phase I.  The Town should not accept dedication of 
this line until sanitary flow from Perryville Woodlands Phase I has proven to not cause blockages in the depressed areas of the main.  The sewer inflow covers should be installed at all manhole covers.  HDPE inflow covers should be installed at all manhole 
covers.  The Town should require that all piping upstream of manhole S-4 be disconnected and removed from the collection system due to significant I & I accumulation as stated in the letter.  The temporary plugs should remain in place at manhole S-4 until all upstream piping is disconnected.  The attached copy of the 20 ft. easement should be filed In Town records for future reference.  URS recommended that if the Mayor  & Commissioners agree to grant the right to use the existing sanitary line it should do so conditioned on those recommendations as noted.  It also should be 

conditioned upon a Public Works Agreement (or amendment to the existing agreement for the Coudon Blvd. line) be signed indicating the line usage shall be subject to conditions the owners agree to commence construction on the “Coudon Blvd Utility Improvements” within 18 months of the final execution of the “Phase I” Public Works Agreement.  The PWA should be reviewed by Council and/or amended.  

Commissioner Tennis inquired what the original date of the PWA that we were working off of now was.


Ms. Skilling indicated that she believes that it was signed eight or nine months ago.


Mr. Hill thought that it was sometime in September but he did not execute the agreement.


Ms. Skilling and Ms. Breder indicated that they believed that it had been executed, if all parties have not signed then it is not an executed document.

Mayor Eberhardt inquired what the interpretation of the sentence was that referenced within 18 months of the final execution of the “Phase I” Public Works Agreement, if it was completion of the work under that agreement or the signing of that agreement.  


Ms. Skilling replied that it would be all parties signing off on that agreement.

Commissioner Brown inquired if we have any idea who has it.


Ms. Skilling was unsure of who would have had it because it was happening about the time she came on board.


Ms. Breder commented that the Planning Department would have it and if it was executed it would be downstairs in the safe.


Mayor Eberhardt’s concern is for the time frame that Woodlands is actually requesting because their letter references 18 months in one sentence then 36 months in the same paragraph he believes that this request should be tabled until we establish what has or what we are being requested to agree to.



MOTION was made by Commissioner Tennis and seconded by Commissioner Brown to table this request until more information is received. All in Favor.  Motion carried.
Hawkins Agreement-Denise Breder

Ms. Breder commented that this agreement is related to the development of Hawkins Court and in reference to a portion of Elm Street that is to be paved at the completion of the development, 70% paid by Mr. and Mrs. Hawkins and the Town of Perryville paying for 30% of it for previous damage.  This was something that came about after the original agreement was executed.  Ms Breder commented that an estimate of the cost has been attached of what those costs will be but we are not sure what it would be after the development is completed.  There is a provision in this agreement that we get an update on that cost prior to the fourth and final occupancy permit being issued.  Mr. and Mrs. Hawkins would issue a letter of credit for the additional amount of improvements if there is any then once the actual roadwork is done, we would submit a bill to them, they would pay it then their letter of credit or bond would be released.

Mayor Eberhardt is concerned with the time frame with the road repair and waiting for the fourth occupancy permit and the road needing work.

Mr. Hawkins commented that the road will have to be disturbed to put in a permanent storm water pond.


Mayor Eberhardt inquired if he had any idea on the build-out time.


Mr. Hawkins replied that it could be one to two years.


Ms. Breder inquired if we want to put a provision relating to time in there.


Mayor Eberhardt inquired about the condition of the road and if two years was going to be ok.


Ms. Breder commented that she would have to find out from the Public Works Department.

Commissioner Brown commented that she would like a better idea of the time frame and she feels that the road looks pretty rough right now and if you get a bad winter it will be worse.

Mr. Hawkins commented that this agreement is holding up the issuance of the Occupancy Permit for the house that he has completed before he can continue with the next one.


Mayor Eberhardt suggested giving the ok subject to Public Works saying that we can get by with the road the way it is for a couple of years until it is finished or that we wait for that but maybe do something with holding up the other three instead of the existing unit.


Commissioner Brown inquired if part of that curb could be paved and not necessarily the part that they will have to dig up.   She does not want to hold him up but does not want the citizens to be inconvenienced for two years either.


Mayor Eberhardt commented that we could do it one of three ways, approve it subject to Public Works saying that the street will last a couple of years, hold the Public Works Agreement subject to the last three houses, or we could approve it subject to Mr. Hawkins doing some patch work.  

MOTION was made by Commissioner Tennis and seconded by Commissioner Brown to approve this Public Works Agreement pending upon approval by DPW looking at the conditions of the road and if there is additional patching that would need to be done on the work that Mr. Hawkins has already done then Mr. Hawkins would patch if necessary knowing the road would be paved in a couple of years. All in Favor.  Motion carried.
Riverwalk Marina Abatement Request-Cathy McCardell


Ms. McCardell stated that Mr. Lang who was representing the Riverwalk Marina submitted a letter that stated that that the water was shut off in the incidences of both leaks by him immediately after discovering them.  

Ms. Breder commented that at either the Work Session or the Town Meeting one of the issues was whether the water had been shut off and according to Mr. Lang it was but he shut it off not the Public Works Department.  

MOTION was made by Commissioner Fox to approve the abatement request in the amount of $2,721.37 for Riverwalk Marina.  There was no second for the motion.

Commissioner Brown asked for clarification regarding the circumstances that took place.   He found the first leak then shut the water off and repaired it then turned it back on and then discovered somewhere that he had a second leak but waited until March to fix it.


Ms. McCardell indicated that he may have had to wait because the lines were frozen but she was not sure.

Ms. Breder indicated in his letter that he discovered the leak himself and shut the water main off himself so it cannot be confirmed by our staff because Public Works did not shut it off.  



There was no second to the motion.
NEW BUSINESS-Peggy Rice

Ms. Rice presented the Real Estate Tax Rate recommendation for the Fiscal Year 2009/2010.  The current (2008/2009) real estate tax rate for the Town of Perryville is $0.362 per $100 of assessable real property.  The Fiscal Year 2010 Working Budget had been prepared with the rate of $0.353 per $100 incorporated in it.  The Town has previously elected to give a 2% discount upon payment in full of a Town Real Property bill by July 31, 2009 and on the first semi-annual installment payment in the month of July 2009.  I respectfully request that the Board pass motions to set the Fiscal Year 2010 Real Estate Tax Rate and the 2% discount.  

There was discussion with Commissioner Tennis regarding the rate getting us close to the 2.6% reduction that we were looking into which Ms. Breder commented that it was close but not quite.

MOTION was made by Commissioner Brown and seconded by Commissioner Tennis to approve the Fiscal Year 2010 Working Budget as prepared with the rate of $0.353 per $100 incorporated in it for the real estate tax rate and to give an additional 2% discount upon payment in full By July 31, 2009. All in Favor: motion carried.

Ms. Rice presented the personal Property Tax Rate recommendation for the Fiscal Year 2009/2010.  The current (2009/2010) personal property tax rate for the Town of Perryville is $0.94 per $100 of personal property assessment.  The Fiscal Year 2010 Working Budget had been prepared with the $0.94 per $100 incorporated in it.  I 
respectfully request that the Board pass a motion to set the Fiscal Year 2010 Personal Property Tax Rate.  
MOTION was made by Commissioner Linkey and seconded by Commissioner Brown to approve the Fiscal Year 2010 Working Budget as prepared with the rate of $0.94 per $100 incorporated in it for the personal property tax rate. All in Favor: motion carried.
Fiscal Year Budget 2009/2010-Peggy Rice

Ms. Rice commented that we previously had two Budget Workshops and a Budget Public Hearing on May 21st.  Ms. Rice stated that there is a balanced budget in all four funds.  The General Fund is $5,508,779, the Water Fund is $1,530,112, the Sewer Fund is 
$8,071,396, and the Forest Conservation Fund is $17,134 with an overall budget of $15,127,421.00.
MOTION was made by Commissioner Brown and seconded by Commissioner Fox to approve the Fiscal Year 2009/2010 Budget Resolution #2009-9. All in Favor: motion carried.
Green Breaking Event Request-Denise Breder/Doug Hill

Ms. Breder presented a request from Doug Hill representing the Woodlands project to hold a Green Breaking Event at his property located at 5260 Pulaski Highway on July 2, 2009 from 4-7 p.m. per our Zoning Ordinance, Section 187, Occasional outdoor festivals or special events may be permitted in any district by the Mayor and Commissioners provided that fees are paid and licenses obtained as required by the Town of Perryville.


Mayor Eberhardt commented that the MML Convention’s theme this year is Green Communities and we are scheduled to have a booth there if there is anything that he may wish to contribute.

Mr. Hill replied that he would and asked the date of the event which was given to him as the 29th and 30th of June.  

Mr. Hill explained a little bit about his event that he was going to be having on July 2nd.  Mr. Hill plans on having an area cleaned up for parking at the upper end of the old Mobile Home Park.  Mr. Hill commented that the intent is to bring in some local vendors that are selling green products that are not necessarily main stream yet. Also, to incorporate some educational components into it such as the Lower Susquehanna Heritage Greenway Committee and to make it a family event on things that can be done in becoming green.  They are also looking for a benefactor beyond the Police Outreach 
Program to receive the proceeds from our sponsorship.  The date was picked to coincide with the start of groundbreaking construction for the site.  His concern is if we are not going to be able to work out the issues with the sanitary sewer line that he may not be able to hold the event because they may not be able to start construction.
Mayor Eberhardt commented that it appears that you may be able to use that existing line but one of the issues for him and maybe some of the other board members are in regards to the timeline for this to get done.  He is not 100% sure on the timeline since one reference is 18 months and another reference is 36 months.
Mr. Hill commented that he had asked for 36 months in his original request in April and came back with a compromise which stated that we would start the work within 18 months but we wanted 36 months to complete all of the work in Phase I, including sanitary sewer line.  

Ms. Breder inquired if his bank was going to bond him for the timeline that he is proposing, the 10 month then the 36 month.


Mr. Hill indicated that they were because it is tied to something that is going to generate income.

Mayor Eberhardt left it to Mr. Hill to determine if he was still going to hold the event on July 2, 2009 which to him appears to be more of a festival event than a groundbreaking event which he referenced earlier since nothing has been signed.

Mr. Hill wants to still hold the event.

MOTION was made by Commissioner Fox and seconded by Commissioner Brown to approve the Event form request form for the July 2, 2009 Greenbreaking Event at 5260 Pulaski Highway All in Favor: motion carried.
Abatement Request-315 Beacon Point-Cathy McCardell

Ms. McCardell commented that Mr. Shannon attended the Work Session pertaining to his bill; there were no problems between the outside reading and the meter located inside the house.  There was an issue with some kids turning on his outside faucet which he is requesting an abatement for because of that happening.  He does not qualify for the abatement based on the Town Ordinance because it was not an underground leak and no repair order was done and it was not 300% above his average bill.  


Commissioner Tennis inquired asked what the sewage part of that would be since it appears to have just ran off at the outside of the house.

Ms. McCardell commented that the sewer part of that bill was $232.65 which is the excess.   The average bill that he did pay was $325.39.


Mayor Eberhardt inquired what his average sewer bill was.  


Ms. Breder commented that the one bill in question would be $256.40.  Ms. Breder calculated the average of the previous 4 quarters which was $142.66, so the amount over that is $113.74 for sewer only.
MOTION was made by Commissioner Tennis and seconded by Commissioner Fox to approve an abatement for the sewer portion only in the amount of $113.74 for 315 Beacon Point Drive.  All in Favor: motion carried.
Identity Theft Prevention Program-Cathy McCardell

Ms. McCardell commented that the Federal Trade Commission is requiring the Town to adopt an Identity Theft Prevention Program.  Some of the items included would be procedures in opening new accounts and for existing accounts.  It would also be locking files and not having sensitive papers lying around etc.  A plan was drawn up and it is to be approved in the form of a Resolution.

MOTION was made by Commissioner Brown and seconded by Commissioner Linkey to approve Resolution 2009-10 regarding an Identity Theft Prevention Program.  All in Favor: motion carried.
CEMUD Rezoning-Mary Ann Skilling

Ms. Skilling presented a request for rezoning of Parcel 70 on Tax Map 29, Chesapeake Lighthouse Project, consisting of 146.517 acres from L-2/C-2 to a Commercial Entertainment Mixed Use Development (CEMUD) Floating Zone.  Ms. Skilling summarized the process that took place prior to this.  On April 7, 2009, the Mayor and Commissioners accepted the application for designation of the above parcel known as the Chesapeake Lighthouse Project as a Commercial Entertainment Mixed Use Development.  This application was accepted and referred to the Perryville Planning Commission for review for compliance with the purpose, intent and development standards of the CEMUD Floating Zone pursuant to Section 116-6 of the Zoning Ordinance.  Upon conclusion of such hearing the Perryville Planning Commission unanimously voted to approve the general development plan subject to the conditions outlined by me.  There were three major things that came about, one being that a representative from the Town be included if an architectural review committee is formed, another is that a 6 foot wide trail be provided through the development, and the Public Works Agreement had to be approved by Counsel.  On May 15, 2009, the Mayor and 
Commissioners of the Town of Perryville held a Public Hearing to receive comments and to review the CEMUD Floating Zone designation application for compliance with the purpose, intent and development standards as provided in Section 116-6 of the Zoning Ordinance.  From the evidence presented to the Mayor and Commissioners they made a list of finding of facts.  Based on all of the information provided and the Public Hearings that we have had for the Floating Zone we feel that all of the findings and conditions of the CEMUD Floating Zone have been met so we are asking for a motion to be made by the Mayor and Commissioners for the rezoning of the property.  

Ms. Skilling stated that after approval of the CEMUD rezoning by the Mayor and Commissioners in the CEMUD regulations it states that they can submit a preliminary site plan and proceed with review of the preliminary site plan for either the whole site or part of the site and they are proposing for part of the site which is Phase I and II.  
MOTION was made by Commissioner Brown and seconded by Commissioner Tennis to rezone Parcel 70 on Tax Map 29, Chesapeake Lighthouse Project, consisting of 146.517 acres from L-2/C-2 to a Commercial Entertainment Mixed Use Development (CEMUD) Floating Zone. All in Favor: motion carried.
Budget Amendments-Resolution 2009-11


Mayor Eberhardt summarized budget amendments that were being made.  Budget Amendment 09-15 was adjusting $4,000 between Mayor & Commissioner Accounts.  Budget Amendment 09-16 was adjusting $11,250 to cover Salaries and Unemployment expenditures.  Budget Amendment 09-17 was adjusting $20,000 between funds for legal fees.  Budget Amendment 09-18 was adjusting $3,824 between funds for Parks and Recreation for needed equipment.  Budget Amendment 09-19 was adjusting $8,421 in the Aforrestation funding to deferred revenue/afforestation.

Ms. Breder commented that the forresation was the revenue source from the Water Fund and the mitigation planting for the Water Plant which was a critical area requirement of that water plant project, some planting is scheduled for the Community Park in the fall.
MOTION was made by Commissioner Brown and seconded by Commissioner Linkey to approve Budget Amendment Resolution 2009-11. All in Favor: motion carried.
MOTION was made by Mayor Eberhardt and seconded by Commissioner Linkey to hold a closed Executive Session on June 12, 2009 to discuss personnel matters at 6 p.m. All in Favor: motion carried.
MOTION was made by Commissioner Brown and seconded by Commissioner Tennis to adjourn the June 2, 2009 Town Meeting at 9:32 p.m. to an Executive Session to discuss personnel issues. All in Favor: motion carried.
