Town Meeting Minutes

September 1, 2009
ATTENDANCE:  Commissioners: Barbara Brown, Alan Fox, Michelle Linkey, Gary Tennis, Town Administrator: Denise Breder, and Acting Police Chief Charles Moore.

The Town Meeting was called to order at 7:03 p.m. by Commissioner Brown after announcing that Commissioner Linkey was running late but was on her way.
Pledge to the Flag
APPROVAL OF THE TOWN MEETING MINUTES 

MOTION was made by Commissioner Fox and seconded by Commissioner Brown to approve the August 4, 2009 Town Meeting Minutes.  All in Favor.  Motion Carried.

Commissioner Linkey arrived at approximately 7:05 p.m. after the minutes had been approved.

SWEARING IN CEREMONY-Commissioner Brown

Commissioner Brown performed the swearing in of a new Perryville Police Officer, Anthony Lenzi.  
PROCLAMATIONS- Commissioner Brown & Town Administrator Denise Breder

Commissioner Brown read and presented Proclamations for the members and coaches of the Perryville Junior League Softball All Star Team who won the District 5 Title, which proclaimed September 1, 2009 as the Perryville Junior All Star Team day.


Town Administrator Denise Breder read and presented to Commissioner Brown, who was representing the Daughters of the American Revolution, a Proclamation declaring the week of September 17 through September 23, 2009 as Constitution Week.  

Commissioner Brown read a Proclamation declaring the month of September as the National Alcohol and Drug Addiction Recovery Month.

COMMISSIONER’S REPORTS –

COMMISSIONER TENNIS’ REPORT-
Public Works Report-


Public Works picked up bulk trash for the residents who called requesting removal.  DPW picked up debris and downed trees caused by two storms that had come through the area.  They chipped limbs and branches throughout town for residents who were in need of assistance.  These limbs and branches were a result of the storms as well.  A storm drain on the corner of Maywood Avenue and Maryland Avenue was repaired.  A sewer main repair, as well as a sewer lateral being replaced at 1611 Greenspring Avenue was done as a result of recent sewer back-ups in the area.  Susquehanna Avenue (from Otsego Street to Broad Street) has been repaved.  Continued cleaning storm drains around Broad Street underpass to alleviate flooding issues caused by heavy rain.  They are looking into ways of a more permanent solution to alleviate that flooding.
COMMISSIONER FOX’S REPORT-


Commissioner Fox reported that on the 20th of this past month he along with Denise Breder, URS representatives and Keith Baynes met with representatives from JLW and their Legal Council to discuss avenues to bring the Water Plant project to final completion.  Our main concern is the removal of the contaminated soil and the additional hours of billing from our engineers that need to be paid.  We are waiting for a proposal from JLW to be able to bring back final completion of the contract.  On the evening of the 21st he along with the Mayor and some of the Commissioners reviewed a number of resumes for the applicants for the Chief of Police position and the field has been narrowed down to five and we interview some of the applicants next week.

Commissioner Fox stated that he was unable to attend the monthly project meeting from the Wastewater Plant but was briefed on the meeting from Denise and Andy Fasnacht.  The project is moving along and they appear to be getting into the more complicated areas of the project.

At the Wastewater Plant the effluent discharge parameters continued to meet permit requirements.  They continued to operate one primary tank and one chlorine contact tank with the other on standby mode.  Because of rain on the second and the 28th of the month they put primary tank #2 into service.  On the 5th DPW flushed the IKEA line and the dewatering building line and compost was hauled to the landfill.  

At the Water Plant approximately 11.5 million gallons of water was treated last month.  Arcadis, who has been contracted to remove the contaminated soil, had been on site last week working on the removal of the contaminated soil.  URS has indicated that the software for the SCADA system may be a lot of the problems they are experiencing with the new system. It was suggested to set up a joint meeting with the various contractors and sub-contractors to work out the issues.  MDE has started to require copper testing which is going along well.  Larry Frasier’s surgery was done and he is home recuperating now.
COMMISSIONER LINKEY’S REPORT-

Commissioner Linkey reported that she attended the meeting with Senator Cardin regarding Garrett Island on the 11th of the month.  She also attended the meeting reviewing the resumes for the Police Chief.  She was unable to attend the Planning and Zoning Meeting or the Work Session but did get an update from Dianna regarding the Planning and Zoning meeting.  The Perryville Comprehensive Plan was discussed at that meeting and no changes were made so the next step is the scheduling of the Public Hearings for the Comprehensive Plan.
COMMISSIONER BROWN’S REPORT-

Commissioner Brown presented highlighted portions of her report.  She reported that the next Perryville Greenway Committee Meeting is scheduled for September 24 at 10 a.m. at Town Hall.  

August 5, 2009
Met with Carl LaVerghetta of MD Environmental Services and 




representatives of Constellation Energy to determine if solar 




energy can be brought to the park and how much use it could 

provide.  They are working on a plan to see if we can get electricity to the senior ball field and to both pavilions as well as the 



maintenance building.  They are also looking at grant opportunities 




for funding.

August 6, 2009
Met with the War of 1812 Committee of Cecil and Harford 




Counties.   It will soon be the 200th anniversary and we are looking



 
to have a large event similar to the John Smith event.

August 11, 2009
The Town hosted a meeting with Senator Cardin and various 

Stakeholders to discuss the possible transition of stewardship of Garrett Island from The US Fish & Wildlife Service to the National Park Service.  It appears that they are looking to form a partnership 
with some of the organizations and Senator Cardin was going to look into some possible resources that he may have.  The problem is that none of the stakeholders alone have the funds to do what is needed so the thought was to possibly pull what resources each have together. 

August 13, 2009
I attended the Public Hearing on the Hollywood Casino 




presentation by the Penn National Gaming Committee at the Cecil




Community College.  Mary Ann Skilling was also there and did a




presentation.

August 27, 2009 
I traveled to Annapolis by invitation of John O’ Neil, President of



The Friends of John Smith Chesapeake Trail, to participate in 




providing information and advice for inclusion into their strategic




plan for the future of the trail.  It appeared that all of the people that



were in the room were on the same page and she hopes that it does

move forward.  They are looking for input into how to make these Historic sites viable and do what is necessary to make us a site and

possibly a hub for the end of the trail.  She also got a chance to meet the Regional Director of the US Fish & Wildlife Service.
August 21, 2009
Attended the Bid Opening for the Pier at Rodgers Tavern.

Other Business:

The Trail connector for the new pier is done with the exception of hooking up the lights.  We are on a list with Delmarva and they will get us in the next couple of weeks.

I have been working with Nelson Campbell, our grants administrator to close out some of the grants that we have finished projects on.  We were fortunate and had some money left in a couple of the grants so we have asked permission to amend the budgets in order not to have to send the money back.  We have received written approval for our budget amendments.  We have ordered two new sets of bleachers for the park to be used on the multi-purpose fields.  We have also ordered benches, trash receptacles and bike racks for the trail connector to the pier.  
I am also looking at a new sign for the Community Park; the one that is out there now has been patched many times.  She has been told by the Department of Natural Resources that Program Open Space will reimburse us 100% of the cost of a new sign if we acknowledge their assistance.  

Don’t forget the Perryville High School Cross Country Track Meet to be held at the Community Park on September 15, October 6 and 13th.

Autumnfest and the Fall Parade have new leadership this year.  The Greater Perryville Chamber of Commerce under the new President, Matt Roath will be doing this great event.  I know they have enlisted the help of the Perryville Fire Company and the First Baptist Church for some new ideas.  Please give them your support and volunteer to help.
Wastewater Treatment Plant Report-Commissioner Fox


Commissioner Fox reported on the progress of the Wastewater Treatment Plant project from the period July 22- August 21, 2009.  The project is 133 substantial days to completion and 163 days to final completion.  The plumbing sub-contractor completed installation of the toilet and the sink within the building.  The contractor successfully tested the 16” DIP Influent Force Main from the Pump Station to the SBR Tanks.  The Influent Screen representative was onsite on August 13th & 14th to perform a screen test and provide operator training.  Regarding the SBR Tanks, the contractor installed the Influent Valves and piping into each SBR tank.  Installation of the ¾” Carbon and ¾” Alum lines from the Chemical Injection Valve into the SBR Tanks was also completed.  The SBR equipment representative was on site to make a mechanical check on all Aqua related SBR equipment.  The installation of the 18” SBR Decant piping was completed.  The contractor poured the foundation for the Decant Valve Shed and completed the 8” CMU foundation wall and pad.  For the Filter/Blower Building the metal Sub-Contractor installed the aluminum platform, grating and stairs for access to the Disc Filters.  The building Sub-Contractor completed installation of the non-ventilated soffit ceiling.  The painting Sub-Contractor painted the installed piping.  Work included for the Sludge Digester #2 involved the contractor completing the extension wall pour for the tank.  All damaged air diffusers were removed and replaced with the Town supplied diffusers.  With the UV Tanks the contractor removed all existing baffles from Chlorine Contact Tank #2 and repaired all existing cracks and holes resulting from hardware removal.  The existing tank was pressure washed and sealed with a bitumastic coating.  The excavating Sub-Contractor installed potable water service lines to proposed yard hydrants adjacent to the SBR Tanks and the Sludge Digesters.  The generator representative performed a four hour full load test on the Generator and conducted operator training.  Progress Meeting #14 was held on August 25, 2009.  Partial Payment #13 in the amount of $755,222.40 was submitted for payment by Wickersham Construction and payment was recommended by URS based on the work completed.
MOTION was made by Commissioner Fox and seconded by Commissioner Tennis to approve partial payment pay request #13 in the amount of $755,222.40 to Wickersham Construction.  All in Favor.  Motion Carried.

CECIL PARTNERSHIPS FOR CHILDREN, YOUTH & FAMILIES-Kristina Dunman

Ms. Dunman explained that this organization is a non-profit group that develop and support programs for the County’s children, youth, and families.  She congratulated the Town of Perryville for their Outreach Program and in obtaining a grant in conjunction with the funds from the Cecil Partnership to allow for the program to continue for another year.  The main office is located in Elkton so we want to get the word out that our services are available throughout the County and what it is we have to offer.  We are the local management board that is established by law in each of Maryland’s 24 jurisdictions.  It is established to identify gaps in services to children, youth, and families, then to prioritize those gaps once they have been identified.   We then work to establish partnerships through Town’s and the Police Departments which has happened in Perryville.  We also look to find funding sources for the needs that are not being met in each community.  We operate under a Board of Directors who represents public and private agencies, families and other stakeholders.  Funding for the programs come from donations and grants.  Currently the main funding comes from the Governor’s Office for Children and the Governor’s Office on Crime Control & Prevention.  Cecil Partnership has worked with the Perryville Outreach Program for several years.   This program offers a walk-in for local youth and a diversion program for youth that are sent to the Department of Social Services or Juvenile Services for a first time offense by allowing them an option of a program instead of processing them through the system.  The program offers counseling, life skill classes, behavioral modification classes, and community outreach programs to get them back on track.  She recently did the year end reports for the program for fiscal year ‘09’ and out of the children who came in through the diversion plan 86% did not reoffend and 98% of the walk-ins had no involvement with juvenile services.  Through the Youth Services in Elkton we offer a program called Detour created for students that are still in High School but are in danger of dropping out and our counselors work with them to do everything they can to encourage them to stay in school.  This is similar to what is offered in Perryville such as their Life Skill classes, Community Outreach, and Recreational Programs.  There is also the Bridges Program which is offered for youth up to the age of 21 who have already dropped out of school.  This program will help them to get their GED and will help them to get their Driver’s License and actually pay for the Driver’s Ed classes if they complete the GED classes.  They also assist with job readiness, and placement and counseling.  They are not allowed to just come in and enroll in the GED classes they must also be involved in the various other programs to make sure they are truly vested in getting the full use of the program.  Another program involves an Alternative Suspension Program for students to reduce their number of suspended days in exchange for community service project.  If students are serving more than five days of out of school suspension they may also receive academic assistance.  She left some brochures on the back table about the various programs and their contact information, the Executive Director is Cynthia Sturgill.  
ADMINISTRATOR’S REPORT-Denise Breder

Town Administrator’s Report

September 1, 2009
· A consultant for T-Mobile has approached the Town about expanding the number of communications antennas that they have on the old I-95 water tower.  They have submitted plans.  09/01/09 Update: Steinle in coordination with URS is currently performing the structural and related review.
· The company that was selected to do the Construction Inspection and Review work on this project, Bayland Consultants, has agreed to extend their bid by 90 days while we worked through the process of re-bidding the construction contract and getting the project awarded.  We have re-bid the project and a conditional approval is on the agenda for your vote tonight.
· August 4, 2009 Participated, along with Mayor Eberhardt, Acting Chief Moore, and Detective Miller in an interview of a Patrol Officer.

· August 18, 2009 Prepared for and participated in a conference call with Michelle Lewis, Juvenile Outreach Director and the Cecil Partnerships for Children, Youth and Families representatives to discuss the grants received and coordination with the CPCYF on those grants.  Since that meeting, Michelle Lewis has provided a budget for the department that incorporates all funding sources and takes into consideration the limitations placed upon the use of the funds by the funding agencies.  Michelle will be meeting with Peggy to go over the budget and to make any necessary budget amendments to recognize both the grants received and the budgeted expenditures prepared by Michelle.  

· August 18, 2009 Prepared for and attended Mayor and Commissioners work session.

· August 20, 2009 Prepared for and attended a Staff meeting.  The next Staff meeting is scheduled for September 17th at 2pm.
· August 26, 2009 Along with Acting Chief Moore, participated in a conference call sponsored by the Department of Emergency Services and the Health Department regarding H1N1 (Swine) Flu and Seasonal Flu preparation.
· August 27, 2009 Met with Craig Willison, Aaron Ashford, Andy Fasnacht and Cathy McCardell to go over preparations for Tropical Storm Danny in the event that it hit our area.  All information discussed in the meeting was also shared with the Police Department.

· We had mentioned that there was a possibility of an underground tank that was discovered being on the Town’s property.

09/01/09 Update: The Department of Public Works, through the location of property markers and taking measurements was able to determine that the tank, at least what can be seen of it, is located on Town property.  MDE will be coordinating with the Department of Public Works to determine exactly what is in the tank and what should be done with it, whether that is removal if necessary, or leaving it in place if the contents are not a hazard.

· Beacon Point and Court Yards at Olde Towne Update - David Dodge dropped of the deed for Beacon Point, he told me that Crouse Construction has made contact with the Beacon Point HOA regarding the amount of money to be paid for the street light electricity bills and he mentioned that the deed for Court Yards at Olde Towne infrastructure (and the related Lot 1) was in process. However, I let Mr. Dodge know that there are still street repairs that need to be done related to the June water main break in Beacon Point before the Town can execute the deed. While some of the repairs have been made to the Beacon Point roads from the June water main break, Jimmy Halsey (and now David Dodge) is aware that more repairs need to be done.  Mr. Halsey assured me that the repairs will be completed shortly.  
· We received notice from the State of Maryland that the Board of Public Works has
      cut back on State Aid for Police Protection and Highway User funding to local  

      governments.  The cuts amount to a reduction of approximately $170,000 in State 

      shared revenues to the Town.  I sent a memo to all [General Fund] Department Heads

      asking them to go over their budgets and meet with me on Thursday, September 3rd to  

      prepare a plan to present to the Board as to how to most effectively deal with the cuts

      in the Town’s budget.  The department heads were encouraged to involve their 

      assigned Commissioner in this process.  We expect to have a plan to present to the 

      Board at the September 22nd work session, (Sept. 15 is correct work session date).  
· 09/01/09 Update: On August 17, 2009 Perryville signed up with Direct Energy to be the electricity commodity supplier under the State’s contract.  When comparing the fixed price provided by Direct Energy with the recent prices that the Town has been paying, the fixed price is approximately 24% less than the prices currently charged.   
Commissioner Brown wanted to be assured that the lay down area for the Pier Project is defined so that it does not interfere with Autumnfest.


Ms. Breder stated that we will have to take a look at that but believes that it was already included in the plans.


Ms. Breder also wanted to remind them that in the packets that she gave them there were also other reports for their review. The Administrative report, the 
Planning and Zoning report, The Public Works Dept.’s report and the Water and Wastewater reports.

For the Month of August, 2009:

· 155 purchase orders were processed totaling $363,386.60.

· 142 accounts payable checks were processed totaling $213,797.31.  

· Processed cash receipts totaling $414,699.08.

· We also received $683,745.53 on August 10 for FY10 Real Estate Tax payments.

· On August 4, 2009, wired $8,800.00 to Greensburg Environmental for the Water Distribution System.

· On August 19th, transferred $1,077,267.60 to Wickersham Construction for the sewer plant construction.
· Received $911,483 from MDE for the WWTP.

· Prepared Fiscal Year 2010 Budget Amendments for tonight’s meeting.

· Finished monthly closing entries for October 2008 through February 2009 in preparation for our annual independent audit which starts on September 16, 2009.
· Worked on letters to vendors regarding Purchase Order Procedures and W-9 submission prior to payment.

· Attended staff meeting on August 20, 2009 and went over procedures to conduct the inventory of the Town’s assets.  

The bank balances as of September 1, 2009 were $1,657,062.83 for PNC, the Maryland Government Investment Pool was $2,202,517.17, and NBRS had a total of $760,643.86 with an overall balance of $4,620,223.86.

Ms. Breder indicated that Ms. Rice did want her to inform the board that we are expecting a check from the MD. Department of the Environment for some of the cash draws on the construction project for a little more than 1 million dollars.   The State has stopped sending wire transfers and begun sending checks again.  
Commissioner Tennis stated that in last month’s meeting we had discussed the Real Estate Tax payments, he inquired if we found out if the County reductions were part of the check we received from the County.


Ms. Breder believes that this was addressed last month By Ms. Rice that it was not something that had to be adopted every year it was an ongoing Resolution unless something changes.

Commissioner Brown offered congratulations to Lieutenant Moore for his promotion.

During the month he along with two representatives from the Police Department attended the Guns & Hoses event held at the Ripken Stadium where they honor Law Enforcement & the Outreach Program.  On the 18th of August he attended the Town Work Session and on August 20th he attended a Town Staff Meeting.  On August 26 he along with Ms. Breder attended the H1N1 conference.  An important message that they wanted people to be aware of is that the seasonal flu and the H1N1 are two different viruses and you must be vaccinated against both of them in order to be protected.  August 27th he attended a Public Safety Roundtable meeting in which representatives from the Governor’s Office of Crime Prevention, Cecil Partnerships, Parole and Probation, DJS, all police chiefs, Emergency Services, and MD State Police were present.  
Commissioner Tennis was hearing that the H1N1 vaccines were not going to be ready yet.


Chief Moore commented that from his understanding the Flu Mist for ages 5-11 will be available by the end of September and the H1N1 will be available by the end of October.  


Commissioner Brown commented that she noticed that Walgreens was already giving the seasonal flu shots when she was there earlier today.


Chief Moore commented that the H1N1 is two separate shots you get one then wait a couple of weeks then get the other one.


Commissioner Brown also wanted to thank the VA Police for their assistance with getting people out of the park who were trapped over there during the two separate storm events.  

COMMUNITY CORNER
PERRYVILLE FIRE DEPARTMENT-Ray Ryan
Mr. Ryan reported that we are expecting the arrival of a new engine any day now.  We are expecting the arrival of a new Pumper Tanker late October.  The Elections for the upcoming year are coming up on the 14th for the Fire Department and our banquet is on the 19th of this month where we will swear in our new officers.  Mr. Ryan commented that his wife is in charge of the Clinic at the Health Department and that the seasonal flu 
mist will be available on time.  The H1N1 is scheduled for late October; however, the concern is whether there will be enough to meet the demand.
FROM THE FLOOR-

Sandra Reeder, who resides at 356 Elm Street, stated that she is not happy with Perryville & Public Safety right now.  Her house has been broken into twice and she has an alarm system.  The alarm went off a third time and she indicated that the second time it took 35 minutes for the police to arrive with the alarm still going off.  She has been to these meetings before and let Mayor Eberhardt know that public safety should be first in these meetings.  She has been reading the recent papers about the issue with Commissioner Brown and the MDTA police and she wants to let them know that she appreciates them riding through Town.  She indicated that she hardly ever sees the Perryville Police in Perryville.  Ms. Reeder commented that she is afraid to live in this town.  She stated that you are marked as a bad person when you start making comments like this but that is ok because she is not afraid to tell everybody to watch their back because there is too much crime in this Town.  She wants them to take note that public safety should be the first thing on their list at these meetings.  She informed them that when Election time comes they will not be on her list and half of the Town’s list either.

First Officer Scott was present to represent the MDTA police.  He commented that a new Commander of the Hatem Bridge was put into place on July 15.   He is here to introduce himself to the Commissioners and the residents of Perryville.  He indicated that his door is open at any time and if they stop at the Hatem Bridge just ask for First Officer Scott and he will assist in helping in anyway that he can.  After the meeting is over he will be in the back with some business cards and that the MDTA police is here to assist if needed.  Our main priority is the Hatem Bridge but we are also here to assist the Perryville Police in anyway we can.   
NEW BUSINESS
Resolution 2009-19-Budget Amendments

Ms. Breder indicated that the first budget amendment recognizes the leftover grant funds from the Program Open Space Grant that Commissioner Brown reported on earlier for $7,762.62 allowing those funds to be spent.   The second one is also to recognize revenue from the Cecil Partnership & Youth Grant for Juvenile Outreach Program office rental.  
MOTION was made by Commissioner Linkey and seconded by Commissioner Tennis to approve Budget Resolution 2009-19.  All in Favor.  Motion Carried.

Conditional Decision on Pier & Floating Dock Award-Denise Breder

Ms. Breder commented that we had previously bid out the pier project and due to a problem with the low bid we had to reject all bids and re-bid the project.  We received two bids; one from Dissen & Juhn in the amount of $1,145,798, the other was from A-J Marine in the amount of $1,577,500.  Ms. Breder stated that she is asking for an award on this bid conditioned upon receiving concurrence of an award from the State Highway Administration acting on behalf of the funding.

Commissioner Brown noted that Dissen & Juhn was the low bidder and that they met the bid opening qualifications.  

MOTION was made by Commissioner Tennis and seconded by Commissioner Fox to give the conditional award to Dissen & Juhn for the amount of $1,145,798.  All in Favor.  Motion Carried.

MOU with MDTA-Denise Breder

Ms. Breder commented that we have an existing Memorandum of Understanding with the Maryland Transportation Authority but the State felt that it needed to be amended and provided us with a revised MOU.  It was reviewed by our legal council and Acting Chief Moore also looked at it.  Acting Chief Moore made some recommendations and provided an Addendum to the MOU which was talked about in the Work Session.

Acting Chief Moore read the recommendations that were a part of the addendum provided, which in summary, included enforcement within the incorporated boundaries in certain rare instances of violations in which urgency and public safety are involved and a traffic stop which leads an officer to a secondary route after observed on a primary route.  It also requests approvals from the Perryville Police Department regarding traffic initiatives, such as the check points or speed initiatives that the MDTA would conduct within the incorporated boundaries of Perryville.  The agreement will remain in effect until such time that either party terminates the agreement upon thirty days advance written notice.

Commissioner Tennis commended First Officer Scott for coming into introduce himself and offer his services.  He feels that the Town of Perryville has been given a bad rap and possibly some misquotes lately in the local newspapers in reference to the MDTA.  He wanted to let the MDTA know that this was not their point the way the article was spun.  We appreciate the help and he has had a lot of residents call him to say that they appreciate their help as well.  He believes that Commissioner Brown also got a bad rap and does not want it to appear that the MDTA’s assistance is not welcome.

Commissioner Linkey also wanted to let them know that she appreciates what they do as well as our Police Department and the Perryville Fire Department.


Commissioner Brown commented that she and Chief Moore met with Major Kundrat on Monday concerning this newspaper article among other things and she assured him that it was never her intent for things to be twisted for the headlines to say what they did.  She looks at the MDTA as part of our force because they do help us and we are glad to have them here and to keep them here.  

MOTION was made by Commissioner Tennis and seconded by Commissioner Fox to approve the MOU with the MDTA including the addendum as revised 8/18/09.  All in Favor:  Motion Carried.

Atlantic Broadband Amendment to Lease Agreement-Denise Breder

Ms. Breder commented that the Town quite some time ago had entered into a lease agreement with Atlantic Broadband who had equipment on the former Cedar Corner Water Tower.  Atlantic Broadband was notified to remove the equipment which they did and this addendum to the lease agreement is memorializing the equipment that they do have there and removes references to the existing lease agreement to the Water Tower.  Ms. Breder wanted to make note of something that was brought to our attention by the Town Engineers involving a concrete pad that was still there where a satellite dish once sat on.  It was suggested if we agree to the lease agreement that it be conditioned upon the removal of the concrete pad.
MOTION was made by Commissioner Fox and seconded by Commissioner Linkey to accept the Addendum to the Lease Agreement with Atlantic Broadband contingent upon the removal of the concrete pad.  All in Favor:  Motion Carried.

Permitting of Shoreline Erosion Project-Commissioner Brown

Commissioner Brown had discussed this at the Work Session which has to do with the Shoreline Erosion Project at the Park.  Commissioner Brown indicated that they are very close to getting an engineered project that needs to be submitted for permitting.  Approval of the project is contingent upon whether we get the permit.  In order to not tie it up another month she is requesting approval to allow us to send it for permitting once we get the project in our hands.
MOTION was made by Commissioner Tennis and seconded by Commissioner Fox to allow the engineered project to be submitted for the permit process once it is received by us.  All in Favor:  Motion Carried.

Water Summit MOU-Denise Breder

Ms. Breder commented that quite some time ago the Lieutenant Governor had started a Memorandum of Understanding between the various Municipalities regarding the water that is withdrawn from the Susquehanna River and getting all parties in Cecil and Harford Counties who have water use to start working together which is referred to as the Water Summit.  There were some changes made to the original version of the MOU based on some input.  At the last Work Session I was asked to find out the reasons why the Town of Charlestown or the Town of Elkton had not signed the MOU earlier this month in Ocean City.  Ms. Breder commented that in talking to one of the Commissioners from the Town of Charlestown he did not attend the conference with authority to sign the MOU.  At the time the attorney had not reviewed and commented on it and that the Charlestown Board had not voted on it.  He expects that the revised version of the MOU will be put in front of the Board for a vote in the future.  Elkton’s Mayor had intended to sign the MOU at the conference; however, when changes were made to it at the Summit, he could not sign it.  The MOU now needs to be in front of his board again for a vote.  It is his thought that there will not be any other changes to the MOU since some municipalities have already signed it as revised at the August Summit Meeting.  

Ms. Breder concurred that this should be the final version of the MOU since no other changes are expected since some Municipalities already signed it at the Water Summit.

MOTION was made by Commissioner Linkey and seconded by Commissioner Fox to allow the Mayor to sign the Water Summit MOU as presented to us now.  All in Favor:  Motion Carried.

MOTION was made by Commissioner Linkey and seconded by Commissioner Tennis to adjourn the September 1, 2009 Town Meeting at 8:23 p.m. All in Favor: motion carried.
